A widely known and feared devil
fish has its headquarters in the
northern Pacific, mostly along the
American coast, especially affect-
ing the Gulf ot California. This
huge creature is a mammal, one
ot the great whale family, really a
rorqual ol medium size and mod-
erate yieldofoil. * * Only the
elite of the Yankee w halemen, dex-
terous and daring as are all the
tribe, can hope to get “to wind-
ward” ot the diabolically cunning
giants whom they abuse with such
fluent and trequent flow of pictur-
esque profanity. It is a peculiar
characteristic of this animal that it
seems ever on the alert, scarcely
exposing lor one moment its broad
bank above the sea surface when
rising to spout, and generally trav-
elling, unlike all its congeners, not
upon, but a few feet below, the
water, For thisreason, and in this
fishery alone, the whalers arm
themselves with iron shafted har-
poons, in order to strike with
greater torce and certainty of direc-
tion a whale some distance beneath
the surface. A standing order, too,
among them is never by anv
chance to injure a calf whnile the
mother lives, since such an act ex-
poses all and sundry near the spot
to imminent and violent death.
Neglect of this most necessary pre-
caution, or more probably acci-
dent, once brought about a calam-
ity that belell a fleet of thirteen
American whaleships that had
been engiged in the “bowhead”
fishery among the ice floes of the
Arctic Pazific. 1n order to waste
no time, they came south when
winter set in, and by common con-
sent rendezvoused in Margharita
Bay, Lower California, for a month
or two's “‘devil fishing.”

The whales were exceedingly
abundant that season, and all the
ships were soon busy with as much
blubber as they could manage,
The easc. with which the whales
were being obtained, however, led
to considerable carelessness and
forgeffulness ot the tact that the
whalé& never changes its habits,
One bright morning, about three

‘¢ ‘s after the opening of the

the whole flotilla of 52
boats, tour from each ship, had
been lowered and were making
their way as rapidly as possible to
the outlying parts of the great bay,
keeping a brignt lookout for
“fish.”” Spreading out fan-wise,
they were getting more and more
scattered, when about near the
centre of the fleet some one sud-
denly *“‘struck’” and got fast to a
fish. But hardly had the intima-
tion been given when something
very like panic seized the crowd.
In a moment or two the reason
was apparent. From some cause,
never definitely known, a har-
pooner had, in striking a large cow
whale transfixed her calf at her
side with his harpoon, killing it
immediately. The mother, having
quietly satisfied herself that her
oftspring was really dead, turned
upon her aggressors like a verita-
ble cdemon of destruction, and,
while carefully avoiding exposure
of her body to attack, simply
spread devastation among the flo-
tilla. Whenever she rose to the
suriace, 1t was but for a second, to
emit an expiration like the hiss of
a lifting safety wvalye, and almost
always to destroy a boat or com-
plete the cestruction of one already
hopelessly damaged.

Every blow was ,dealt with an
accuracy and appearance ol pre-
meditation that filled the supers:i-
tious Portuguese, who formed a
good half of the crews, with dis-
may—the more so that many of
them could only guess at the orig-
inal cause of what was really going
on. The speedof the monster was
so grgat that her almost simulta-
neouglappearances at points widely
aparfimade her seem ubiquitous;
and 2 she gave no chance what-
ever for a blow, it certainly looked
as if all the boats would be des-
troyed one by one, Not content
with dealing one tremendous blow
at a boat and reducing it at once
to a condition of loose boards, she
renewed her attentions again and
again to thegwreckage, as if deter-
mined that the destruction should
be complete. Utter demoralization
had seized even the veterans, and
escape was the only thought gov-
erning all action. But the distance
to shore was too great, and the
persistence and vigor of the furious
leyiathan, so far from diminishing,
seemed to increase as the terrible
work went on, At last two boats
did succzed in reaching the beach
at a point where it sloped very
gradually. The crews had hardly
leaped overboard to run their craft
up high and dry, when close be
hind them in the shallows foamed
and rolled their relentless enemy,
just too late to reach them. Out ot
the large number of well equipped
boats that left the ships that morn-
ing, only these two escaped un-
damaged, and the loss of the sea-
son's work was irremediable. Over
filty men were badly injured, and
six, one of whom was the unhappy
origin of the whole trouble, were
killed outright., The triumphant
avenger of her slain offspring dis-
appeared as silently as she had
carried on her deadly warfare, as
far as could be seen unhurt, and
with an accumulated hoard ot ex-
perience that would, if possible,
reader more of a “devil” to any
unsuspecting whalemen who
should hereafter haye the misfor-
tune to meet with and attack than
she had proved herself to be al-
ready. Dejected and crippled, the
fleet lost no time in getting away
from the spot and fleeing north to
San Francisco, there to reht tor
other and more profitable fishing
grounds.

Abuse Ot the Red Man,

That the primary casse of the
Pilager outbreak was i series of
abuses nobody who is familiar with
the general treatment of the red
men will doubt. It is wildly im-
probable that in this late day, alter
their long and bitter experience
with white soldiers. any consider-
able number would offer forcible
resistance to the white authorities,
unless there was a burning sense
ot wrong in their hearts. In the
case ot the Northwestern Indians
it is directly charged by persons
who have had intimate relations
vith those directly involved that
there has been a long series of
robberies by Indian agents who
have swindled them out of money
due to them from the Government.
out of their land, their timber and
?heir stock, and in scores of
instances out of their mileage and
ir diem when attending the

nited States courtsat Du uth and
St. Paul as witnesses in the prose-
cution ot persons charged with
smuggling liquor into the reserva-
tions and selling it to the Indians.

A Chicago man, who scems to
have specific knowledge of all
these affairs, says that the Govern-
ment appropriations are too smail
and when several hundred Indians
are taken to St. Paul the money is
exhausted before the witnesses are
paid. They are left penniless
in the streets hundred ol miles
from the reservations, and are
compelled to walk the entire dis-
tance with only such food as
they can beg from the unfriendly
white settlers, This has been an
annual _ disgrace through lour
successive administrations. It is
for this reason chiefly that Indians
refuse to submit to arrest or to
serve as witnesses. Even if ac-
quitted they are pretty sure to be
subjected to hardships, often in the
dead ot winter, for which there is
no excuse. Asthey do not under
stand red-tape meth~ds, they
naturally charge it to a policy of
calculating robbery or persecu-
tion-

One of the exciting causes of the
present trouble 15 said to haye been
the assassination of Pah-Gon-Ay-
Geshick, or Hole-in-the: Day, chiel
of all the Chippewas, and a traitor
to his tribe. It is charged, and it
has not been denied, that he came
to Washington to settle c rtain
diflerences between his people and
the Government and sold out the
tribe. Some smart representative
of the Gover. ment bought him and
caused him to betray his trusting
fellows by the promise of a house
and an annuity of gi1,000 for fifty
years, The perfidy was so odvious
and 1njurious that two young Pil
lagers were selected by a general
meeting to kill him, which they
did near Cass lL.ake. Since then
the annuity has been divided be
tween his two sons and another
heir., One of his sons became
chief by inheritance, but the tribe
refused to recognize him or any of
the familv of the traitor, electing
White Cloud (Wah Bih-Nah-
Quod) as chief, who still ho'ds the
office. Of course there has been
a bitter feeling toward the Gov
einment for its bribery of the
former chief.

Then foilowed broken promises
in relation to the Winnebagoshish
dams, near the source of the Mis-
sissippi. The rice fields of the
Indians were ruined and a large
crop destroyed. They were prom-
1sed compensation, but the promise
was never kept. In Wisconsin,
when a similar overflow affected
the furms of white men, the claims
were promptly paid, as Senator
Philetus Sawyer was an influential
Republican and he pushed the
matter. The pine lands trouble
added to the sense of wrong. The
Pillagers and Mille Lac baeds were
induced to favor the Nelson
bill of 1887, under the representa-
tion that itgallowed them . to take
up their lands in severalty on the
reservation where they were. As
soon as it became a law, however,
a new construction was placed on
it and the reservation was open to
settlement by white men. The
Indians were told by the agents of
the Government that they would
receive no rations and would for-
feit all annuities unless they re-
moved to White Earth agency.

Here is a succession >t betrayals,
broken rromises, petty swindles
and positive outrages. That itis
not simply fire water and a devil
spirit that move these Indians to
violence is indicated by the stipu-
lation that the newspaper corre-
spondents must be allowed to be
present when they meet the repre-
sentatives of the Government,
They yearn tor an opportunity to
tell the American people what
their treatment has been. They
realize the hoptlessness of a war
with the white men, but it is only
by such an outbreak that they can
expect to find a remedy for the in-
tolerable evils they are made to
sufter.

OwLs IN Cricaco—Chicago has
a novel trade in owls, the supply
coming®to the commission mer-
ants from the ingenious farmer
boys in the neighbouring States.
The first owl which came to Chic-
ago 1n this manner was sent as a
venture by a farmer boy, who had
somehow managed to entrap it
alive. It proved so unexpectedly
successtul in riddiag the ware-
house of rats and mice—having
been freed at night with the idea
of making an experiment in this di-
rection—that it was purchased by
the man in whose care it was rest-
ing. The freedom from rodents
which it brought induced other
commission men to look out for
owls, and from the commission
firms the idea gradually spread to
the grocers, butchers, and market
keepers generally of the city.
Now a large perc ntage of these
men keep an owl down in the cel-
lar during the daylight and bring
it up to the store when darkness
jalls. It s said that the expense
and care of maintaining owls are
more than repaid by their services
in vanquishing the rats and mice.
The owners and janitors of the
large apartment houses in the city
are also begmning to realize the
value of possessing an owl when
rats, mice, cocC roaches, and

vermin generally are to be e
minated.
