Watercress growing is n profitable
industry for women who live
large towns and who liavo rnnnini
water at hand The health of
plant depends upon on abundant

current and a shallow stream
Withont these the loavOs become
stunted and the growth will not be

Tho best soil for it Is gravelly loan
on clay because it retains the water
makes the bottom firm and supplies
sufficient nourishment

Cleaning and replanting should
place annually This

good deal of expense but it is neces
sary if one would obtain the full
of the beds

It is a good idea to allow ducks
follow the workmen while this is going

as they cat tho caddis worm
which is always a trouble among
now plants

In remaking tho beds tho upper
sprigs of the cress are first gathered
and put down in a convenient spot
replanting sheltered from the wind
and sun The beds or dikes are then
thoroughly cleaned out and the
soil removed with all the old roots
woads and living creatures it contains
Tho bottom is then carefully levelled
and the stream allowed to flow
