FAMOUS LEADER OF THE COM«
MONWEAL.

I« Now & Quarry Operator and Is Rap-

A notable change has cpme oOver
tven. Jacob S, Coxey of commonweal
fame, JFrom the day that he was or
dered off the grass at the national
eapital he became a new man, He
turned his attention from politics to
finance, and is now making money at
the rate of four figures a day. He is
operating a stone quarry five miles
from Massillon, Ohio, which is as prof-
ftable as a small go!d mine, Setting
up as a large employer of unskilled la-
bor, Gen. Coxey has had a chance to
demongtrate the practicability of his
commonweal theories, Hie son, Jesse
Coxey, a stalwart young fellow, has
algo figured extensively in the solution
of the great “hobo problem.”

It is the policy of Coxey not to turn
away any man who wants work, Thera
j¢ a steady run of men who come and
go from the quarry property. At pres-
et there are fifty employves at the
plant, and among these are only two
of the “hoboes” of the original com-
monweal army, but there are plenty
of recruits from the ends of the earth.
I'he story of Coxey's quarry has\been
virculated among tramps all over tha
eountry. They are sure of a welcome,
a day's rations, and & chance to leave
when work becomes too onerous, “De
ole man’'s easy, but Keep yer eyes
peeled fer Jesse," is the word lately
passed around, Some time ago three
stont tramps arrived on Saturday
evening late and applied for work.
They were so hungry, they said, they
didn't know where to stay all night

“You kncw me; my name's Coxey,
Gen, Coxey of the commonweal army,”
said the old man, heartily. “Make
vourselves at home, eat all you want,
and do a day's work Monday."”

So on Saturday night and all day
Sunday tae tramps feasted and rested
from thehr roadside wanderings, Mon-
day morning, after a phenomenal
breakfast, they took the highway
promptly in a direction opposite to the
general's quarry, 'Ihis was the last
straw. The thing had happened g0
often that young Jesse Coxey took
matters In his own hands, common-
weal or no commonweal. IHe struck
the trail, and, single-handed, started
{n pursuit. ¥our miles away he came
upon the three commonwealers resting
on the ties of a raiiroad track.

“Walk,” sald Jesse Coxey, briefly, as
he leveled a gun on the trio. He
marched them back to the quarry and
compelled them to do a day's work feo
thair Sunday ledgipgs, when they
#ere allowed to depart in peace.

Coxey c¢laims a part in making the
good armor of American ships. He
rays he furnishes gand for the big ar-
mor-plate plants of the land, and adds
that his has been found to be the best,
S0 the “general” has taken credit unto
himeelf for recent American naval vic-
tories, and announceg in flaming col-
org on posters pasted on the cars that
American naval supremacy is due to
Coxey's good sand. The “general” has
found there are dollars in the sand,
and he is not anything if he is not a
good advertiser of his wares, Hisg com-
monweal fame attracts the public to
him wherever he goes, He does no 8-
pecially court conversation on the
march he made for the Jost cause,
neither does he shrink when the mat-
ter is brought hefore him. At pres-
ent he evidently does not care to risk
any more army trips, even for the sake
of the principles which he has long ad-
vocated. He is too busy.
