A Novel Clock
In the exhibition of clocks anti

bronzes at the Paris Imposition was
a very curious and unique timepiece
devised by M Pnssorar On a square
pedestal of wood covered with broiizo
decorations rests a plate of ordinary
size The plate has marked on Its up-
per surface a clock dial mid thieve Is a
small figure of a nwuu lying on the
bottom If a little water is poured
Into the plate enough to float the

the latter Immediately swims
to the edge of the plate and indicates
the hour with Its bonk The mechan-
ism is very simple In the Interior of
time box is a clock movement acting-
on a vertical pivot to which Is at
tatted a horizontal arm On the end
of this arm is a powerful magnet As
the arm la revolved Just under tho
upper sldo of tho box by time clock
mechanism the swan which has a-

beak closely follows the magnet
whon It Is felt free to move by the
presenco of water In tho plate and
