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A GREAT RAILWAY.

The Four-Thousand-Mlile Road That Rons
Through Stheria.

The most interesting portiou of
Russia’s great 4,000-mile railway 18
the steam ferry across Lake Baikal in
gentral Siberia, The lake, says the
London Sphere, has an extent of over
thirteen thousand squarc miles, and
is more than twice as wide as the Eng-
lish channel at Dover. In piaces it is
as deep as 4,500 feet, and parts of 1t
have never been plumbed. It is sure
rounded by some of the hardest moun=
tains which a railway engineer could
encounter. The official plan of tha
Transsiberian railway includes a rail-
way round the southern end of the
lake, to connect tre two lake shore
termipi, but thy, enormous difficulty
and ~xpense, wnich s an important
matter to Russia at the present time,
of constructing such a line conspire to
irdefinitely postpure its completion,
At present, therefore, the railway Is
broken in two by this huge Lake Bai-
kal, the western shore terminus be-

‘ing at Baranshiki, and the vastern at

Misovaya To link the two ends with
a steam ferry which would be able to
break through the ice which covers the
lake from the middie of December to
May was doubtless suggested by the
exceilent work of the Yermak ice-
breaker in the Baltle. Sir William
Armstrong, Whitworth & Co., of New-
castle, were the constructors of the
Yermak, and to the order of the Rus-
sian government, they constructed a
second and larger ice-breaker, which
was christened the Baikal. The parts
of the vessel were put together on the
shores of the lake by the firm’s en-
gineers. It is curious that a railway
first suggested to the Russian govern-
ment by an HEnglishman should owe
its most vital part to an English firm.
The Baikal has three lines of rails
laid upon her main deck to carry one
passenger and two goods trains across
the lake, The trains enter the ice-
breaker at the bow, which is run up
against a pier, The rails are connect-
ed and the trains run into the vessel.
With this load she will crugch her way
through three f'eet of lce at a speed of
thirteen knots an hour, A icrew 2t a
bow with a separate engine _ucks away
the water from underneatl the lce at
the bow, which thus splits from its
9wn walght; ke two stubby bladed
propellers at the stern at the same
tiine force the vessel through the bro-
ken ice sheet, The actual track of the
Baikal measures thirty-nine miles
There is a harbor and lighthouse at
the southwestern end of the lake, but
there 18 no doek where the Balkal
could be repaired in case of need. At
present, therefore, Russia's 4,000-mile
railway is absolutely dependent for a
through journeyv on the reliability of
a British-build railway ferry.

Proferred Lash to Prison.

Two young negroes who had stolen
merchant
were convicted in Fulton, Mo., recent-
ly, and sentenced to four and six
months respectively, in the county
Jail. Bhortly the county attorney ask-
ed the boys n a joculur way which
they preferred, their jall sentences or
twenty-five lashes on the bare back.
EBach promptly answered that he
would take the whipping. No more
was thought of it by the officials, how-
evq , until several days later, when
a rote from the prisoners reached the
prosecuting attorney, telling him that
they were ready and anxious to take
the whipping and get their release, and
would promise to leave Fulton and
never return, They were taken at their
word, Constable Garner, who weighs
218 pounds, was hunted up, and the
negroes were taken to the sheriff’s
office, where the big constable laid the
lash on thelr bare backs in the old-
fashloned way. Every blow from the
rawhide made the darkies groan with
pain, but they gamely took the pun-
jshmerit they had chosen and were
glven thelr release.
