Not a single president is burled at
Washington An Englishman can visit
the tombs of almost every English sov
ereign within a few hours They lie at
Winchester at Westminster and at
Windsor But only two cemeteries In
the United States contain the bodies of
Moro than one president The Adamses
both lie in the yard of the First Con-
gregational church at Quincy Mass
and Monroe and Tyler are burled In
Hollywood cemetery Richmond Va

Of the live presidents who died in of-
fice Harrison Taylor Lincoln Gar
field and McKlnley only the first two
met death In the White House The
elder Harrison was first burled in the
capital but his body was removed
later to North Bend 0

Washington lies at his old home at
Mt Vernon where he died Thomas
Jefferson was burled at his home es
tate Monticello Va A cemetery at
Montpelier Vt contains the ashes of
Madison The death of Andrew Jack
son took place at the Hermitage his
home In Tennessee

After the expiration of his term
James Polk went to Naahvllle
Tenn but lived only a few months
The burial was at Nashville Van Bu
ren died at his country home at Kin
derhook N Y and was burled from
the old Dutch church there

v Pneumonia caused the death of Wil-
liam Henry Harrison a month after
his inauguration He was burled in
the congressional cemetery but a few
years later tho body was removed to
North Bend 0 to a tomb overlooking-
the Ohio river The grave was neglect
ed until the state of Ohio erected a
monument above it

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Tricks of
the Stage
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Stage animals are very proud of the

organs they can move If they can
roll an eye they never cease to roll
it so long as they think any one Is
looking and If they can switch a tall
they switch it This weakness for
showing oft gets them Into trouble
sometimes just as weaknesses In
general get real animals into trouble
Hence an elephant with a fine freely
moving tall began to switch that tall
with great vigor while on its way to
the front of the house Just as it was
emerging from the side into the
woolly end of the tall in its abandon-

Gregor N Y and his body lies in the
fine tomb at Riverside Park Mr
Hayes was burled at Fremont 0
where he died Garfields body lies at
the base of the monument In Lako
View cemetery Cleveland within sight
of Lake Eric and only a few miles
from his home at Mentor

Chester A Arthur died in New York
city only a year after the end of hla
term A few days before his death ho
said to Commissioner Fish After nil
life is not worth fighting for and I
might as well give up the struggle for
it now as any other time and submit
to the inevitable He Is burled at Al
bany N Y where a finely sculptured
figure guards his tomb Benjamin
Harrison died at his home In Indian-
apolis In March and is burled In that
city
