WITH JUDGE LYNCH.

It was a few mhmtos pflt 5, on n sultry even
Incln Jtily when Iho Jury In Ihullttlo rourt
homo ot Toro City, Nciy Mexico, ndjnumcd to
n private room in tlio unloon hnnt by to

verdict. They had hecubtiy nil day
trjhiR n criminal rne that excited conMdcraMe
Interest in the uettlcniontof ivhlch Torn wni
tho centre, nnd they ucrtn cry tired nnd thirsty.
It had liecu no Joko to sit In n hot room for ten
hours at a stretch, listening to
nttornejs wltncMeo, nnd

tho hour; but tho ordeal was over nt
last, and tho jury had now only to make up
their minds as to their verdict, nnd po their
wnyreJolclnp.

Ten minutes passed. Easily and swiftly sped
half that number of whisky cocktails down tho
throats ot tho weary twelve. Then limy looked
at the foreman quesUonlnqly.

".OoiillcmtMi," said thatworiliy, toeing down
n sixth tumbler with a slph ot eatlftfAction, "nro
w e nil agreed on this little matter !"
,'It Is possible, boss!" was tho Ironical reply

from tw o or t hreo Jurors, w hllo tho rest drummed
their glasses In acquiescence.

Tho foreman cleared Ills throat sonorously,
and frowned. "Then, gentlemen, I understand
jou to bo unanimously of oplulon that tfam
Cobbett and Jim Hrobe, accused by Tom
Hanson of tho murder of hU brother Mant,

smooth flow ot' their foreman words. Ho
looked somewhat taken nback at this extreme
unanimity, and twirled a heavy mustache un-
easily.

"Well," he continued In n slightly sulky
manner, "If this Is our Idea we'd better nay so, I
s'pose."

They trooped back to the court-hous- A
coii&Idernblo number of people were gathered
there. Throughout tho day theso folk" had
come nnd gone, but now ovcry inch of space
nan taken up, except n email e below
the raised platform, w hero tho judgo was en-

throned In n largo chair. This
gentleman was thoughtfully stirring a savory
compound of beaten cge;, brandy, and milk,
known ns egg-no- which bo swallowed nt n
draught upon tho reappearance of tho Jury.

If the foreman manner was nervous In tho
Jurv's retiring-room- , It was pilnfullv so ns ho
took his seat In tho court-hous- o nnd became tho
rvnosuro ot.nll eyes. But as the Judgo nuked
tho usual question, the man gathered himself
toccther, faced the people, ltoldly, nnd cave tlio
verdict In n loud nnd emphatic tone "Not"
guilty."

It was received In dead silence. The Judiro
smiled and nodded, nnd tilled himself another
tumbler oi egg-no- l no spectators of the trial
looked at each other with n reflection of the
foreman's uncasluess on their faces, and walked
slowly out, discussing In no measured terms the
various aspects or. ino events oi ino uny.

TorosClty wasatthls time In that prlmltho
stago of development expressed by the title of
"Hallway Town," that Is to say, tho railway
depot was tho most important establishment fu
It. Three months before the "clt" had been
n "station," nnd consisted ot two buildings
only one, combining tho four qualities of hotel,
poet office, restaurant, and saloon, tho other n
general shop or store, from which everything
necessary to tho comfort and g ot n
Western man could bo procured. Between
theso two mansions tho fdaga coach, running
from Saota FotoTrIuldad,6toppcd once a week,
nnd formnnyjc.irs was tlio only medium of
communication between Torosuud tho East.
But at length tho railway, creeping steadily
westward, reached this station, uml in n few
days It was transformed Into a "city," ns oul)
a village on tlio American frontier can be. Tho
rudo railway station and telegraph ofllce were
scarcely In worklng.ordcr ere a whole street of
small shops was created, dubbed Grand ave-
nue, and crowded dally by the most extraordi-
nary mixture of nationalities ever beheld in the
world. Englishmen, (icrmaus, Dutchmen,
Frenchmen, Spaniards, Italians, Mexicans,
Indians Chinese, aud negroes, all wcro to lie
seen there, besides every grade of American,
from the lanky to tho swarthy
West Virginian.

Our
Mends, tho jurjmen, were the owners of the
aforesaid small bhops; tho Judge, landlord of
the "Hallway Hotel," n most pretentious
wooden structure of three stories, which had
been built four w eeks.

There was 0110 fact about this tilnl worth
noting here, as it formed tho subject of much
comment among tho gossips of tho place. The
oldest Inhabitant ot the ton n, Joseph Cart right,
owner of tho old More which had stood oppo-
site tho saloon for leu jearspast a man much
respected in mo settlement, nau noi taucu nu
part in tho business. Itwas known that ho was
a personal friend uf lorn Hausou, tho protc-ctito- r,

and Itwas sahl that ho had refused to
becomou jurv man ou that ground. Neverthe
less, people shook their heads nnd raised their
eyebrows significantly when he camo Into court,
n mcro spectator, uo tms ns n may, .iopii lgrim faco did not betray tho least emo-
tion ns iho verdict was given.

1 wnsslttlugopposlto tohlm, with a feeling
of indignation In my heart nt the acquittal of
tho prisoners, which could oulybu realized by
my readers hud t hoy heard tho strong evidence
brought forward by tho prosecutor's nttornej,
and tho scurrilous nhuo uf Hanson's character,
nefalso as It wns bitter, wllh which It wns met
by the defense. I know Cart right well. He
had been very kind to me a jear before, when I
reached Toros, n, raw "tenderfoot," sorely In
need of wlso advlco and sympathy. When tho
courtrohol walked wllh him to tho door, and
then, obeying n sudden impulse, gave vent to
my iudlguatlon nt tho verdict.

"Mr. Cnrtrjght, what 011 earth docs this
mean? Tlieoo men nro guilty. Tho Jury must
.be'mad 1"

"1 guess not, l'nt. Thev've tho reputation
ofJjclng a lov lot."

Cartrlght's maimer nud my owu wero lu

stropgo cuutrnbt. Ho was cold as nu Iceberg.
I was In nhented slate of Intense perplexity
nnd'triitatloti. I knew many of the settlers
abpltt Toros, and had nlunjH found them fair
nmTjust In their dealings with each other, A
inau nugni iau 111 imsmcsg, nuu owe money
right anil left, but as long as bo staeil In tho
neighborhood nnd did his best tu work himself
back into n stnta of ndveney uo ono drenmt of
touching nuy of Ids proper They would nil
wait patiently for Ihelr money, uud I may nay,
perhaps, rarely failed to get It. Again, if a
poor ranchman was robbed of his horse, tho
iicighltors would form a ftostr In a twinkling,
and chir-- tho thief night nnd day till they
secured him, nud Iheu, hort shrift for Iho
poor wrclch. For of that de-
scription was u capital irlme. And vet, in tho
very midst of such utommuully ns this,

lujuMlcn was allowed to pass with
tho remark that "It was tho law."
Greater surprises than l hi, bow over, wcro In
storo for me. Cart right had only jutt dcllv crcd
htuibolf of tho above rcph, when ho shook
hands with u man who had followed iu from
tho court-hous- 1 knew him well. He was
tho wlldput character lu tbo settlement, Mlko
Alison, tho desperado.

Ihuvonotsimcu to mention, in Iho wav the
subject merits, tho exact meaning of this rather
ambiguous title, "desperado."

This confusion ot mind lasted until I found
myself sitting bcsldo Mlko Alison at a long deal
table In Cartrlght's parlor. There w ero present
tho desperado, imseu, .Mr. pn jvus. uiruignt,
Tom Hanson, nnd three other guests, ranchmen
of tho nelghboihood and settlers ot long stand-
ing nnd considerable property. I began to
wake up a llttlo now, helped materlallytokcent
ness of mental vision by a plentiful meal of nn
tslopo steak nnd mutton cutlet, succeeded by
canned peaches and cream, which Mis, Cart
right had mm Moil for us. I felt that oppres-
sive consciousness of something betne nlmul to
happen railed prcsenllmcnt.

Tho ex-
ception wns Totn Hanson; nnd dons I would I
rould not help looking nt him n man I had
known Intimately and remarking tho expres-
sion of his fnco os he sat apart from tho rest,
his bend resting on his great muscular hand.
His mouth wns set In a lino ns hard nndstratght
as n crack on tho fnco of a gratiito boulder, and

We wero all silent os wo watted for those In-

Allghtwasnowscen flickering lu tho ballot
tho hotel, nud wo could hear heavy steps de-
scending tho stnlrs. Tho two men stationed in
the wagon torecolvo tho prisoners stood up,
placing their knives between their teeth to
havo their hands otilto free. Tho crowd re-

But, as our fingers 'tight-
ened round the locks of our pistols nnd tho
handles of our knives the volccof Mlko Alison,
deep nnd sonorous, rang out above the tumult,
nnd silenced It.

Tho editor of tho ,'m, (EoudonO In nn article
on encores, says: "Wo feel that thero Is some-
thing almost Quixotic lu attacking the encoro
S3 stem. Encores nro nn nbusn of such loag
standing that It would seem Useless to hopo
thnt they will ever bo done away with

Utopia it as Itntflrst
sight nppenrs. Every Innovnt Ion Is cert aln to tio
received with disfavor nt first; nnd, If Its advo-cnc- 3

bo not pprsovered In, tho it mrria which
pervndes nil tho different departments ot hu-
man life becomes victorious over tho reforming
spirit. But when nuy reform In matters theat-
rical bns found n supporter sufllclcntly vigor-
ous to fight It battles persistently tho public
has In tho end acquiesced In tho Innovation.
Tho abolition of fees tu theatres, theprohlbttlon
by Mr. Cave of calls before tbo curtnln nt his
theatre, tbo purging ot tho 'lobbies' of the old
liondou houses ot their disreputable frequent-
ers, and tho successful resistance ot Mr. Sims
Beeves to tbo 'encore nuisance.' are (to tnke a
few Instances at random) cases in point. Tho
commou-Bcus- argument against nn encoro Is
thnt It fsnbsunl tocxpectinorclorono'smouey
than unobasnald for. Abnkcrwlll not encore'
his delivery of a loaf of bread, nor a butcher
cut off two chops fur tho snmo amount of
money tn answer to a cry or gm. mis is n per-
fectly logical aud uncontrovertible contention,
But It is not nil that Is to bo said against civ
cores. Not only uro they attempts to obtain
nioro valuo thnii has been purchased, but they
exhaust tho energies ot tho nudleuce. It Is
oulto n common thlnir for persons to visit a the
ntro where nn onera ts beinc performed tlmo
after time, on each fresh hearing discovering
now linniilloa lit tlm niltfilr.

"Even upon the most enthusiastic patrous of
these theatres encores hnvo au effect uufavor
able to Iho Interests of tho management. A
person hears nn nlr for tho first time, and
stralghtwny Is struck by Its melodious banidy.
If it Is uot repeated at the tlmo ha rlsos from
bis musical banquet wllh an appetite, so far ns
that particular number Is concerned, and so
with respect to others iu tlio opera. But If each
of tho popular airs Is rrpcatcd, or,
perhaps, repeated twice, his longing to bear
ngnln that particular opera Is very likely
uuenched. Whatever may bo tho other fnctors
of Iho success of tho entertainment of tho
Moore nnd Burgess Minstrels, one cause Is cer-
tainly likely to lmo contributed to tho popu-
larity of their concerts. Encores, if uot v

forbidden, nro earnestly discouraged,
nnd tho different details of tho performance
nccordf ugly follow each other without break or
hindrance, the result bclug that thcro is nu
chance of a minority ot tho audlcnco being
forced to listen to repetitious against their will
nt tho request of a greedy mnjttrlty. Novelty
nnd freshness nro Importnut factors of tho en-
joyment we derive from a work of art. It is,
Indeed, a moot point whether the isstio ot tho
score of an opera during its Performance,
profltnblons tho publication mny be, does not
injure tho receipts nt tbo thentre where tho
opera ts being performed, nnd whether the pro-
prietors ot piano aud barrel organs ought to bo
nllowcd todo to donth every successful musi-
cal composition soon nftcr it nppenrs. Wo enn
all cnll to mind nirs, delightful in themselves,
which have como positively lo uausente us
through our having heard them over and over
again wherever wo may hnvo gone, and the
camo Is tho cuso with the strumming of tho
music ou evcr3 piano lu tho kingdom which
takes place when tho pianoforte edition of n
now opera Is issued. But tho composer derives
a profit from tho sale ot the copjTlght lu his
work; while he gets nothing lu return for the
repetitions of portion of It gratis, which urn
caused by encores.

"Tho principal dlfllculty tu getting iid of this
nlnibo is the natural rivalry of singers In this re-

spect. Au encore, even It It bo only bnlf gen-
uine, Is frequently rccurded In tho notices of
the performance, nnd passes ns n tribute to tho
tnlent of the singer, whoso performance 'had
to lie repented.' The immodesty, almost
unioiititlug lo Impertinence, with which n very
moderate amount of applause Is sometimes
taken ns u demand for n repetition Is notorious.
It Is hopeless to expect, except In tho enso of
nu nrtlst llko Mr. Sims Beeves, whoso reputa-
tion Is founded on n rock that canuot bo
shaken, that Individual 6lngers will resist the
temptation of nn encore. Tho mily way lu
which tho nuisance cau bo removed Is by a
nxeu una unalterable reguiaiionmauo by tho
management, nnd stnted In tho programmes.
