While monuments perpetusting the fame of
those who have lived and died within our ken
are as thick around us as the leaves of Valam-
brosia, those in honor of the heroes of the past
generation are comparatively few and far be-
tween, Perhaps the glorious shaft reared by o
grateful country to its Fathier has, ke the rod
of Aaron, swallowed up the rest.

reposed in him,  For his humanity to prisoners
talien during our struggle for Independence a
London assoclation presented him witha superb
sllver urn lined with zold and surmounted by a
golid sllver statuette of the Goddess of Liberty,
This 1a in the possession of a grandson, Gen. 1,
I". Beale, 0 gentlemon upon whose shoulders the
mantle of his ancestor has graeefully fullen.
Congress voted him a gold medal and u vote of
thanks for gallant conduct in the getion between
the Constellution and Ly Vengance, This is
now owned by o great-grandson, Thomas Trux-
tun Houston, a promising young banker. The
Department, in officially scknowledging the
tidings of Commodors Truxtun’s  brilliant
achievement, added: *But this {5 nothing more

than we expected of the gnllant Truxtun.” The
hero was blessed with ope son and eleven
dpughters, Aaron Burr (8 most competent

Jndge) termed them *The beautiful Truxtuns,”

an attribute whieh clung to them when most of
| their contemporaries had fullen futo the sere and

yellow leaf and its sccompanying loss of per-

sonal charms.
