condition. Is this aa instance of 1

"improved" government by re
form men? Wo hardly think so.
Let us explain Ihe situation to
our readers, and they will once
more realize ihe difficulties under
which any party laborers who in
to use tyrannical measures agaiust
the men induced to come here
through the promises of the
Planter's Association ox its
obedient tool, the Hawniian
government. Sometime ago the
Honolulu authorities wero in-

formed that tho Japanese labor-
ers on the Mana plantation,
Kauai had struck work. The
roason was given that a "haolo"
luna had abused a Japanese la-

borer, had been arrested, forfeit-
ed his bail, and had returned in
his position with vegeance in his
eyes, and with the determination
to make somebody suffer. The
Japanese struck work. They re
fused to continue as honest easy-
going, even day laborers would
have done, and they demanded
that tho luna in question should
be oismissed. They were neither
to be porsuaded nor to bo bull-

dozed, and the result is that 43
aro in Oahu jail, "while 61 have
been confined iu Lihue jail all
charged by breaking their labor- -
contracts. Wo do not, by any
moans, uphold tho laborers who
gather togethor and make a
"strike" but we do take this
opportunity to lift a warning
voice, and to tell tho men who
have got interests hero that they

. . . . .
aro living ana sleeping on a
volcano. We aro awaro that the Ad
vcrliser always tries to discredits
tho sayings of tho Holomua but
nevertheless we get there every
time.
