The Great War.

Tho Japanese Legation at Ho-

nolulu has recoivod tho following
oilioinl dispatch rotating to tho
groat naval battle which took
place on tho 17th of September.

On tho dato above mentioned
the Japanese and Chinoso fleets
met at 12:45 p. m. northeast of
Hni-ynn-t- ao and opened fired.
Tho battle lasted till 5 o'clock in
the afternoon.

Tho following vossols wero en-

gaged: From Japan s sido Mat-sushi- ma,

Itsuknshimn, Hashi-dat- o,

Yoshino, Tiikacl.iho, 2ani-w-n,

Aktkusu, Hiyei, Fuso, Akagi
Sakio Maru.

Tho Ohiuoso floot consisted of
Tsing Yuou, Chen Yuen Yn Chin
Ghikiug, Huiwon, Lai Yuen. King
Yuen, Wyonging, Gwei Chad,
Oyang, Wang Kia, Wanping-an-d
two other men-of-w- ar with six
torpedo boats.

Tho Ohinoso men-of-w- ar La:
Yuen, Tsing Yuen, Wyenging,
and Yu Ohiu wero sunk and tho
Ohon Yuen, King Yuen, Ping
Yuen caught fire and all thero
umining ships wero seriously
damaged and fled from tho battle
field.

On tho Japanese side Matsu-
shitas, Hiyei and Akagi sustaia-ed-raor- o

or less damage, but none
of tbo Japanese men-of-wa- r vere
disabled.
