Pursuant to a call from the Chair-
man of tho Central Committee of
the Reform Party of Maui, the voters
for Nobles assembled in convention
at Kahului on Thursday afternoon,
Dec. 20lh, to nominate a ticket for
Nobles.

The meeting was called to order
by Mr. F. L. Stolz, who called for
the election of a Chairman pro tern.,
as the permanent Chairman was un-

able to attend on account of sick-
ness. Mr. W. II. Cornwell was
clceted to serve in that capacity,and
upon taking the chair called for tho
nomination of a Secretary, which
resulted in tho choice of Mr. F. L.
Stolz.

The chairman thanked those pre-
sent for choosing him to preside and
stated that he supposed that all
there assembled know what the
meeting was called for, and that
those not in sympathy with the
part' could retire if they wished.
He then called for nominations for
Nobles for the short term (2 years).
Messrs. James Anderson of Maka-wa- o

and L. Von Tempsky of Kula
were the only nominees and they
were chosen by acclamation. The
next was for the term of four years
and as there were but two nominat-
ed, Messrs. It. D. Walbridge of Wai- -

luku and W. II. Cornwell of Wai-kap- u,

they were chosen by acclama-
tion. 1'ho call for nomination of
candidates for the long term (G
years) hi ought forth the names of
Hon. II. P. Baldwin of Haiku and
W. Y. Horner of Lahaina, who be-

ing the only candidates were also
chosou by acclamation. This ended
the nominations for Nobles and tho
chairman declared the nominations
closed.

The chairman then called for tho
report from the committee appoint
ed at the last convention to select
candidates for Representatives for
the district of Wailuku.

In regard to
the clause in the reply, "That mea-

sures should be taken to guard
against the undue centralization of
national power by promoting the
gradual extension of

he fully believed in and en-

dorsed, and should woik in that line
though he could sec where il would

rather expensive andMiinbersome
especially in the thinly populated
districts of the country. It icminil-e- d

him of what "Maik Twain" said
after retuniinj: home from here, he
likened the government to the ma-

chinery of the Great F.astorn in a
sardine box. However, he believed

it as a whole and would support
it. In relation to the Chinese he
was in favor of restriction, and had
committed himself to that policy in
the last Legislature. If the Chinese
are restricted to working only ; la-

borers, they come here with their eyes
open and know what to expect. In ul

to those in the country now he
admitted having been seriously puzzl-
ed as to what disposition should he
made of them. He wished to re-

spect and protect the rights of every
one, and thought the question could
be settled by wise legislation. He
did not object to restricting those
now emia'ied as laborers in the
country, from entering the trades or
mechanical pursuits, but thought it
unjust, and oppressive to compel
children of respectable Chinese now
in tho country and students who
have been looking forward to some-

thing better, to take a hoe and go
into the canellcld to woik. Ho fully
believed in Chineso restriction and
did not look at the matter from the
planters' point of view only, but
that the good of the country nt large
called for it. He considered the
platform outlined by the Ministry,
as a whole, good and sound, and he
should support it. He said he took
a real interest in the prosperity of
the country, and if elected would
work for the good of both foreigners
and Flawaiians.

Messrs. James Anderso'i and L.
von Tempsky addressed the meet-
ing, saying in substanco that, they
should support the platform of the
party and would woik for good
bound government.

Mr. Gulick, as one of a committee
appointed at Makawao to make a
report at this meeting, said that as
the Chairman was absent ho would
report. At that meeting (held at
Makawao) Messrs. Baldwin, Ander-
son, Horner, Kamakele, Kin

and Cornwell were nomi-nated- a3

candidates for Nobles. Four
of these candidates were nominated
at this meeting, which he thought a
very auspicious fact. There being
no further business the meeting ad
journed sine die.

The members of the Maui Rillc

Association assembled on Dec. 2oth
ito shoot for 3 prizes, the first given
by the association since its organize
tion. The prizes were medals, one
gold, and two silver. Thoy were
manufactured by Wenncr & Co. of
Honolulu, and arc very handnomc
specimens of the jeweler's art.
They are all of the same size and
nearly the same design, the greatost
differcntcebeingiuthelettering. The
lower part is about the size of a
half dollar, suspended from a cross
bar by two small chains, and in all
bearing the emblem of the associa-
tion made in enamel. The emblem
i's a bull's eye and cross rillc; in a
circle around the outer rim arc the
words, "Maui Itifie Association;"
on the gold medal they arc in enamel,
on the 2d prize, silver medal, they
arc in raised gold, and on the third
the words are simply engraved. The
conditions under which these medals
were shot for, arc, that tho associa-
tion shall hold monthly shooting con
tests and those making the largest
score at these several meetings shall
hold the medals for one mouth, and
at the end of twelve months the
three largost aggrcgato icores shall
he awarded the medals pormanently
