grabbed the desperate man. The
knife was pulled out of his body,

A tull'plulln- essage was senb Lo
Dr. Cooper, and  he soou arrividd on
the seene. Kum Wun was met v a
enrt and was being taken to the
hospital ot Oahu Prison, when the
doctor changed  his mind awl bad
i conveyed to the Queen'’s Hospi-
tul, where he is at present.

Dr. C. B Wood assisted Dr. Coopoer
at the Hospital, sud the wound was
sewesdd up,  Dr. Wood was seen by o
Bewnenin reporter. He stated that
the wound was about an jueh and a
yuarter deep. The Kuife usiil was
very dull. The blow had eat the
covaring of the howels, et ting out
sutie of the entrails,  The intestines
had not been eut, The doctor was
of the opinion that the wound would
beal, but if peritonitis sets in the
wan will die.

Where the knife came from isa
mystery, but it is suspectad by the
prison luna that it was smaggled 1o
the prisoner by o CHinese house ser
vant. It was an old rusty thiog and
curved slightly.
