An Act was passed in 1892, "to
provout tho infootion of cbolora
in tho Huwaiiin Islands," under
tho authority of which all ports
in the kingdom excopting Hono-

lulu woro closod to shipping othor
than counting, by proclamation of
E. 0. Mnofurlano, Minister of Fi-

nance.
Tno Board of Hoalth on Sep-

tember 30, 1892, formulated
special quarantino regulations of
a most stringont nature, thero
boing cholera at the time in New
York harbor. No pilot was
nllowod to board any vossol until
pormitted to do so by tho port
physioian.

No (J us torn Houso oil cor or
guard wns allowed on board a
vossol, until she had boon allowed
froo pratiquo and ontorcd the
harbor, oxcopt by pormission of
tho Board of Health.

On going ulongsido a vessel
the port physician, without mak-

ing fast to her, had to got tho
bill of hoalth by means of a polo,
disinfect tho document with a one
in 500 solution of corrosive sub-
limate in alcohol, read it and
roturn it t'o tho master.

Steamers from the American
coast and Japan, leas than ton
full days from tho hour of depar-
ture, could not be boardod by
either tho port physioian or tho
pilot. The vossol had to bo
orderod in quarantino, with tho
yellow flag hoisted, for a period
to complete ton full duys from tho
hour of her dopurturo. The Board
of Health wns to set guards m
boats to provont any communica-
tion with tho vessel.

Tho mail was allowed to bo
lauded in a quarantino boat and
fumigated bofore dolivory. Mas-tor- s

of through stoamors, who
might beunwilling to comply with
tho regulations, could lund pas-eonge-

baggage and froigbt in
quarantino, but tho scows and
mon employed in the work had to
go into quarantine for ten days
after oxposurn. Any vossol with
an unsatisfactory bill of hoalth
had to bo anchored outside. No
vessel could enter the harbor, and
land passengers or freight, with-
out furnishing bonds far all qua-
rantino expenses.

Physicians wero orderod to re-

port, in minute detail, every sus-
picious case of diarrhoea occurring
within their practice or coming to
their knowledge.

Theso regulations were formu-
lated mainly at the diotation of
tho lato Dr. Trousseau, who, from
previous knowledge of cholera
epidemics, was extremely con-
cerned to provent its introduction,
at all costs, to theso islands.
