In tho last
decision that Court animadverted
vory severely on tho numerous
and flagrant errors allowed by tho
now Recorder in tho conduct of
tho trial. It is oxpoctod that a
vory geuoral demand will shortly
bo in ado for his resignation on
tho ground of incompetency.

A telegram from Rome states
that tho Italian loan of 110,000,-00- 0

francs has been covered fif-to- en

times. Tho greater part of
tho subscriptions wore mado in
Rome and Milan. It is ovidont
that that loan was of tho "popular"
variety. "When the financial dif-

ficulties in which tho Italian gov-

ernment is involved and the gen-

eral poverty of tho nation at tho
present time aro taken into con-

sideration it must bo admitted that
tho success of the loan is remark-
able.

Tho scheme of adding the latest
weather forecasts to tho regular
postmarks on tho letters will bo
commenced by tho "United States
Postoflico Department on July 1st.
Applications for this sorvico from
over forty postoflices have been
Hied, and it will bo introduced
first in Now York, Chicago and
other largo cities.

An oxclmnge remarks that a
cousin of tho German Emperor,
Countess Fritz Hohonau, has
startled Brussels by introducing
this winter tho custom of women
riding aslrido whon a hunt is in
progress. She has organized a
class of aristocratic young women
who pledgo themsolves to adopt
this stylo.
