If it was not
such an oxponse to handlo tho
sugar, because of tho absence of
wharves and railroads in those
places, moro money would be
made.

"As it is, however, tho plantation--

owners are making a groat
deal of money this year. This is
owing to the great yiold there and
tho (act that thoro is almost ho
crop in Cuba."

Mr. "Waldron formerly owned
ten acres in what is now largely
tho best part of Los Angolos. Ho
will go home in a fow days.
