tensions,
“Resolved, That the Govern-
ment is urged to provide means
or the improvement and exten-
sion of the water system to meet
the increasing demands of settle-
ment and building.”
Mr. MeCundless objected to the
tacit censure of the Government,
whose progressive policy was
praised in the platform.
Mr. Kennedy thought all the
trouble was in the preamble, and
he moved its entire elision.
Seconded and carried.
“Whereas, The growth of the
City of Houoluln 18 impeded by
the nbsence of adequate transit
facilities, and F
Whereas, This striking fault is
an inconvenience, annoyance and
expense to thousands of citizens,
tesolved, That the Government
is respectfully requested to bar-
gain with responsible parties for
an electric street railway line for
Honolulu and suburbs.”

*Whereas, Business principles
and the practise of economieal
and intelligent management have
been exemplified and vindicated
by the Government's conduct of
its own electrie lighting system,
“Resolved, That the same
should be maintained and enlarg-
ed, if necessary, to insure for the
future the further illumination of
the streets of Honolulu and of sll
public buildings by the Govern-
ment plant or plants.”
