Sir: The snmples of 1aro plants
forwarded by Dr. Mouritz of Mo
lokai to the Mivister of Interior
hss been examined and the taro
aphis, although vo +pcimens were
found, has undoubtedly been prea-
sent as is shown by the many re-
Inuine.

Soon after my arrival in the
Islunds as  Entomologist com-
plsints of the same taro disesse
were frequent, and st the time the
identical plant louse was met
with in great numbers, chiefly on
the Islands of Ousbo and Kausi.

Numerous enemies of aphbids
were antrodueed  from  varicus
parts. Of these some inoreased to
such an extent within a few
wonths ns to practicdlly keep the

lant lice in cheek. The obief

actor in the beneficial work bas
been coecivells repavda, Thonb,

amongst the leaves, proving its
Wumncv in the iufected district.

ithin the last two or three years
no complaiots of the taro louse
have reachied me and po traces of
same were noticed lately,

Well knowing that the ladybirds
aloneareable to destroy the aphids
it is not practical to recommend
any of the numerous artificial
remedies known, as with thess we
at the same time not only destroy
the pests but our benefivial friends
as well, aod thereby do wmore
ba m than good.

Sometimes the above ladybird
is preved on by an internal parasite
that reduces its effectiveness for a
time. Aunother specivs apparently
free of such will be forwarded tu
the infected distriet,

It is only too apparent that the
taro fields are all in a very bad
condition owing to the long and
continvoous plauting without any
fe tilizer. Heuce any slight injury
by insect depredation 18 uutw»-c{"
which if in a bealtby and propes
condition would wvot be the case,
aod 1 would ndvise the resting of
the fielde, or still bett-r, a libersl
supply of stable wanure or green
