The Spavish conquerors took
this plant to Central snd South
Americs, and st lenst one treo
from that source is now growing
oo thie island.  On s recent visit
to the ranch of Mr. Galbraith, on
the plains this side of Waialua, I
was showo a tree which he said
he had grown from seed taken
from sowe old water containers
which had been sold in Honolulu
by a vessel from South Amerion
‘uud purchased by him. He found
in them a number of large pods
from which he took the seed and
planted it and Lnd the satisfaction
of getting one tree, but had been
unable to learn the name of it
This tree is now about ton feet
high, seaming to stand the wind
and in a fuir way to make a large
tree, but lins never fruited, and is
not likely to do so, for the species
is Dimoivas—i. ., has the pistilate
and staminate flowers on different
trees. Ouly on very rare ocea

slons has it been  known
to be capable of iodividaoal
fertilization, and unless other

trees of the opposite sex be
plaoted near or grafted into the
top of this, he will likely not be
rewnrded with frait at all, or else
with limited and poor specimens.
This would be an invaluable
tree to introduce hereand if plant
ed in groves, and a limited num-
ber of pollen baariog trees allowed
to grow, the balance being grafted
over with froiting wood, there
could be no more profitable tree
introduced. I shall give this tree
a thorough trial, hastening the ex-
periment by grafting from old
fruiting trees, thus shortening the
