Doubtless it is quib legitimate
for military mon of this country,
who desire to study tho art of war
in its terrible practise, to offer
their services to tho United States
on the prepont occasion. But that
resident of the Hawaiian Islands
should, for the glory of the thing,
enlist in the war believed b b
now bet$un is all wronR. It is both
foolhardy and supererogatory, nl-b- o

porhaps wanting in the wisdom
that should govern patriotism.
Tho fighting will likely bo in the
most unwholesome localities of
Ouba,whero recruits from Hawaii's
salubrious atmosphere would, in a
largo proportion of coses, only en-

cumber tho hospitals as victims of
malaria before they ever saw tho
faco of a bpanish foe. Tho United
States is not desperately in want
of mon to fight for her just now.

' Her regular army and picked
levies of a well trained militia are
already out in sufficient force
for tho immediate requirements of
tho situation, and millions who are
ready to reinforco them if needed
are conolled to stay at home
right on American soil for the
present. Wore a nation of equal
resources in men, money and mu-

nitions at war with tho United
States, the case would bo differ-
ent. If Hawaii were part of
the United Statos at this
moment, it is very unlikely
that a HJnglo squad would be al-

lowed to leave hero for tho front.
Volunteers w ho offered themselves
on this bido of tho water, in such
case, would probably be told that
their place was right hero. All
the more is this tho proper station
of supporters of tho cause of
Amoricau civilization and liborty
whose homo is in Hawaii, while
tho country is in tho peculiar
situation of being londored as an
addition to tho soil of tho Ameri-
can notion and that nation facing
a foe. Who can tell, whether the
United States annex tho islands
before winniug poaco or other-
wise, that tho American oauso
national or local may not sud-
denly need dofondors in these
Hawaiian Islands ?

Cannda has not quits so direct
octiug a democratic government
as hor people huvo all along boast-
ed. Its Senate is oppointivo, tho
Governor Gonoral m Council-mean- ing

simply tho party admin-
istration of tho day appointing
its members for lifo. As tho Con-
servative party had been in power
eighteen years up to tho latest
gonoral elections, tho upper house
is overwhelmingly Conservative.
What ought not bo tho case with
venorablo public men for tho
membors are in most cases either
old Commonors or men who have
led hopeless contest? for tho House
of Coram ins the Senate majority
is rabidly partisan. Just before
Parliament assombled tho Liberal
Ministry , subject to its sanction,
concluded a contract with Maun
find Ma kouzio, two most respon
siblo and experienced railway
capital sts, for the construction of
a railway into the Yukon to be
completed by next autumn. Large
subventions of Yukon lands were
grautod by tho Ministry, but not
a dollar of monoy subsidy. When
tho bargain was announced Sir
Charles Tupper, loader of the

ConBorvntivo party in the Com
mons and ono of the "fathers of
Confederation," openly declared
his opinion that it was a good and
stutesmanliko transaction. A par
liamentary cauous of tho party,
however, condemned tho contract,
besides compelling tho veteran
leader to swing round against it,
ami, after the bill had passed tho
House by tho full Liberal majori-
ty with a few Conservatives in
cluded, the Sonato threw it out by
its full Conservative majority.
Tho railway into tho Yukon is
theroforo indoGuitely postponed
although ordered by tho direct re-

presentatives of the ppoplo.

There is much discussion horo
of tho question whether tho

of Hawaii, while the
United States has hor present
trouble with Spain, would bo
sound Araorican policy. The
question is also up in tho United
Statos, and this is what tho Ta
coma Ledgor says upon it:

Congress should annex TTnwnii
and do it right away, say for in
stance, uotween wuiliko spasmB.
Under tho presont conditions tho
Spanish floet in Pacifin wntnrn
could find a neutral port in tho
nawanan islands which are now
as open to Spaniards as anyone
eleo. and the Dnnn nnnlil tint lm
attacked thorn without a violation
of tho neutrality laws of nations.
In tho evout of war theso islands
are a menace to us. whnrnan hv
tho simplo mattor of a vote in
ConerCSS thev minllt. Iin frnno
formed into an important outpost
and supply station, and rendez-
vous for our navy. This is an
important mattor which should
not bo overlooked.

It is a wroug impression that
has got abroad, that tho Executive,
ut least os a body, is opposed to
the franchise of tho Pacific Cable
Company. Minister King of the
Intorior frooly states his opinion
to bot that no more favorable
proffer of a cablo is likely over to
bo expoclod. It is true thot cor- -
tain influences from Washington
have beon brought to bear ngainst
tho franchise, but tho sourco of
theso is notoriously understood to
bo not disinterested. It is safo to
say tho community would put up
millions for a cable if it could be
put in operation this week. Yet
there will be just as much doniand
and noed for a cable at times in
tho future, and when it will bo
just as far off unloss tho present
exceptionally favorabla opportu-
nity is grasped
