PEACE TREATY PUBLIC

Washington, January C Tho
louowiug is tlio 1'rosulont s mes-sn- go

nnd tho of tho Secreta-
ry of Stnto, transmitting to the
Sennto the troaty of pence con-
cluded at Paris hetweon the Unit-
ed States and Spain:

"To tho Senolo of the United
States: I transmit herewith, with
aviow to its ratification, a troalv
of peace liptwnon tho United States
and Spnin, signed at tho city of
Paris on Decemher 10, 1898, to- -
gotucr witn tno protocols and pa
pors indicated in tho list accom- -
pntunc the report of tho Secretary
of Slate.

ton, Janunry 1, 18!)9."
Accompanying tho troaty are

the protocols of tbo conferences of
tho Peaco Commission at Paris,
together with copies of statomeuts
made boforo tho United States,
out uiu intercsiing featuro, name-
ly tho otTort of tho Spauish Min
ister of Foreign Affairs to with
draw tbo sovereignty of tho Philip,
pines from question, has already
been published ollicinllv.

Included in ibis correspondence
is a lettor from M. Tlnobaut, the
Frouch Charge, protesting aiiaiust
the contiuunuce of tlio operations
of the insurgonts in tho Philip-
pines, which' ho assumed was with
tho knowledgo and consent of tho
American commanders, and sng-gesti- ug

that tho Spanish troops
captured ot Manila bo allowed to
fight tho Filipinos. To this Mr.
Moore replied on September Gth
that upon iuvestiuatioii ho had
found that most of the statements
woro uroundloss. Thoro was a
sort of saggrstiou from tho Charge
to the elTeet that tho families of
tiie Spanish ofllcere, who woro
captured at Guam were suffering

Thoro is included all of tho
tha't passed between

tho Department ot Stato aud the
United States Consuls at Manila,
Hongkong and Singapore relntio
to tho Philippine. Consul Wil-
liams, nt Manila boforo tlio actual
outbreak of war, reported a series
of most horriblo outrages by the
Spaniards upon tlin Filipino).
Ho declared that 5 por cont of tho
latter aro loyal to Spain. Ho com
plains of being surrounded by
Hpics cvory where, saying that
ovou in his consular office In in
not safe from them.

Coueul Wildman, at Hongkong,
on November 3 tolographed that
General Agoncillo whh coraiuc to
ii iiiiuiyiuij. iiu mhiu: u.1' was
power to make treation with for- -
oiu'ii Governments and lms pro
posed an oiTonsivo nnd defensive
alliance with tho United States."
Aconculo asked for arms to aid
tlio rebellion.

Acting Socretnrv Cruller on Do- -

combor 15 replied, tollinc Wild- -
man to advise Agoncillo that tho
Uuited States does not negotiate
treaties and it jb not posibloto for-
ward arms, saying: "You should
not enconrngo any toudenov on
tho part of Agoncillo to cdmmnni- -
cato with tho Department."

A long letter, dated Julv 18.
from Consul Wildman, de'fouds
Agoncillo as a man who has been
systematically blackened. Says
no: "Aceordiug to his own state-
ment, ho has been anoroached bv
Spain oud Germany and has
temntinrr offers from tbo Catholic
church."

April 28th Consul Pratt tolo
graphed fiom Singapore: "Agui-nald- o

has gono at my instance to.
unngKong to arrange witu uowey
for tho of tho insur- -
gnntn-a- t Mnnila."
