New York, July 26.—A Sun’s
enble from Munila swys: Peund
iug Congressiousl action on a
constitation  for the government
of the inbabitauts of Negros, which
bas been sabmitted to President
McKinl'y, Geuversl Otis td.y
proclaimed & provisional govern-
ment,  This is 1o be nuder the
direction of a military governor
to be pam-d by the Govervor of
the Philippines, with a civil gov-
ervor aud advisory couneil to be
eleoted,  Bwioild will be the
enfiml. The military gov rnor
will appoiut srer-tiries ot the
treasny, interior, sgricnlture and
publie {n-tmulim. aud an attor
vey-general sud an saditor, nod
will exercise supreme execubive
power. The cwil governor will
ndyice the military goveruor con
erruing pubite qoestions of a civil
character and will pre<ila over
thr advisory council, He will also
grant commissions and attest oth
cinl nacte of the military goveruor
concerning civil matters, He will
draw & enlary of #6000 (M xican)
s year. There will be eight counu-
cillora, one for esch of the seven
distriots, and one couucillor at
large.

The secretury of the tremsory
will perform the customary duties
of that office, aud the sreretary of
the nterior will supervi-e public
Inuds, forests, mines, surveys, aud
ornen -, together with safeguaids
for public health, The secretary
of agricultur+ will stody to de-
velop the resources of the island,
recommend improved methods of
cultivation, and iotroduce new pro-
ducts saitable tosoil and climate
The secretary of iustruction will
establish a frad wchool system,
The daties of the atiorvey-general
and aoditor will eoneist of tne
costomury functions of those
offices.

A municipal governmeot will
be orgapized a8 roon as possible
anger the supervision of the mili
tary snd civir governore and ad-
visory council. The military gov-
ernor will appoint thrre juiges
who will severally sit at times
sud places which the governors
aud council sba!l determine and
will sit together to hear appeals
The council will ix their term,
compensation and procedare, Anp
appral way be mnde to the Ba
preme Court at Mavila io ca-es
of felonies or cases involvivg a
snm exceeding 2500 of M.xicau
money. The coopcil and civil
governor will provide inferi.r
courts, The schools must tesch
the English langusge. The coun
cil will d-vise nsy-tem of u.i
form taxation. The military gov
ernor will oollret customs and
control the postsl servies and
commere» The ercretaries will
receive 8300 aonaally. Coaoeil
lors will recrive 83 a day with
milesge, BSessions of tha council
are limited to 120 days. The
military governor will settle all
othar guaes! iona.
