Oatin
these great labor districts Gov
ernment by ivjuoction forces
asid- all other iesuss. With other
people other matters are para-
moant; as, for example, imperial-
ism, the Anglo-American alliance
und wo forth.
“No, I wonld notin any way
at'ampt to make the platform top.
heavy with a 16 to 1 deeluration.
[ dou't belivve that I would men-
tion the ratio at all. 1 wounld
simply put iotn the platform a de:
claration reafirm ng the monetary
En!icy heretofore advocated by th-

amocratio party. Other old issnes
should be treated iv the same
w:y while new issues shoull be
nandled more in detsil for the
purpose of making the position of
the pnrty very clear on them
This should be the trestment of
the imperialistic issue.”
A k d what he thought of the
imperialistic issoe, he said:
“When I say i.aperialism I don"t
menn rxpansion.  This is a great
conntry, and itis bound to grow,
and should grow apon legimenate
lives and expaud in nataral frec.
tions. It think that order shoold
be reatored in Pmiliopines and
the peopls thers be given a good
orm of government. We ooght
to set them poing in the right
direcion and ses to it that
no other power interferes with
them.
“Would I withiraw the army
at once? I wounld as soon as
porsibla. Btill. wa chould not d»
anything ridiculous. We have
got into & wrong position there
and muet get out of it diploma-
tieally and decently. Buat im-
perialism, with its great atanding
army aod menaces t gainst Libarty,
muet become ao absorbing issue
of the eampnign.
“Another great qnestion is that
of governmeot owpership. Muoni
cipal ownership leads up to gov
ernment owoersbip and on this
guestion the prople are far abead
of the politicians. It is to a grest
extent entangled with the trust
question, for grest monopolies
are interdependent and in the
railroads are the reliance of mauy
of them for secarity iu maiotain-
ing their mouop listic privil-ges.
Lat the govervment take the rail
roads aud the monopilirsa will
begin to totter and some of them
will fall ™

sama plate—thst is #8 many as
ons can manage. [ found that
old residents oiuld enjoy nearly
all of them. Later comes beef
steak or, more properly, buoffslo
st-ak and a salnd, Finally, frait
aod coffee. After this very sub-
stantial meal, it is dificult to do
mucb else thao sleep aud every-
ope retires to their apartments
snd really to bed nutil four o'clock,
wheo the promise ol a bath and
a cup of tes, gives one a little en.
ergv.

“A drivs saod an hour occasional-
ly at one of the besutiful clubs,
listeviog to eplendid music from
the military baud, fitls in the time
nutil the right o'clock dinuver.
Iben the louw hot night, for in
Java it i= na hot ut night as in the
day time. Xl throagh the night
the insects, chiefly the gecks (n
lizard about a fant long) keep up
n constant concert nntil the morao-
ing tirds wake us onecs more to a
uvew day.”
