JOHN PAUL JONUS' GIJAVn.

Now York, Nov. 5. A cable to tho
Trlbuno from Paris says: An archae-
ological discovery, which settles 11 dis-
puted question nnd which cannot full
to arouse tho patriotic Interest of
Americans, Is announced today In a it

inado to Embassador Porter by
M. tie Rlcardy, lie Is tho Parisian an-
tiquary who succeeded In finding the
long missing remains of Turgot, and
who has for several months been

In rcscaiches to locato tho re-

mains of John Paul Jones, tho uavnl
hero of tho wnr of Independence. All
cffortB to ascertain tho burial place of
John Paul Jones have hitherto been
fruitless, owing to tho administrative
disorganization that prevailed nt tho
outbreak of tho French revolution, to
tho Intolerant laws nnd municipal or-

dinances In force before tho revocation
of the edict of Nantes, which tyranl-call- y

regulated tho burial of Protest-
ants down to minuto details, but which
failed to accord them ofllclnl recogni-
tion; nud to tho destruction of nil
necrologlcnl records of Paris by Uro
during the Communo period, In May.
1871.

The report of M. do Rlcardy, each
statement of which Is supported by au-

thentic documentary evidence, estab-
lishes In a manner which, In the opin-
ion of Parisian archaeologists, amounts
to a certainty, that tho remains of John
Paul Jones repose In rt grnveyar.l dis-

continued as- - such In 17U3. where they
were burled on July 20, 1792. It Is also
satisfactorily established that they
wcro never exhumed. Tho grave Is
covered with a broken down building,
occupied by a photographer. Search
will be mado for tho body.
