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Measures to Weed

Out Chinatown

A Meeting of the IJomil of iTmlMi
with 1'iesldcnt Dolo nnd members of
tho Cabinet, an wall as scvernl promi
nent cmzcBf, was nciu last evening.
George W Smith ncted ns clmirnmn In
plnco of President Cooper w ho was too
tired out to bo In attendance.

Chairman Smith announced that tho
meeting was for tho purposo of con-
sulting with tho Cnbinet on tlio China-
town question, in tho matter of tho
destruction of buildings In China-
town, the Hoard of Health wished thosupport of tho go eminent nnd of the
people.

President Dole asked as to the num-
ber of people In Chinatown nnd Chair-
man Smith answered that there wore
In the nelghboihood of 20,000 Chlneso
nnd Japanese.

Dr. Wood mado the following state-
ment: "Where c havo broken out,
I certainly know tho habitations nro
Infected. If any ono will tako tho
troublo to go through there and see
tho narrow passageways with house
lloors directly on tho ground, ono can
readily sec how infection passes. When
wo havo burned down buildings, whero
cases of plague have occurred, still we
may not lime reached tho limit of the
Infection in that manner. Wo find that
tho infection was carried across Nuu-
anu street from Ahl's to the place
where two cases occurred and which
caused tho burning of two places yes-
terday. The physicians nro convinced
It wns carried across tho street by
rats."

When tho Kakanko nunrnntlno mnt-t- cr

was brought up Minister Young
stat it as his belief that It was unsafe
from a sanitary standpoint for so many
pcoplo to bo housed at ono place. It
was finally agreed that land nt Kallhl
or behind tho leper receiving station
were more lit for quarantine barracks.

Tho medical members of the Board
maintained that, ns n wholo of tho
Chinatown dlstilct wns infected, tho
people should bo removed to an abso-
lutely clean place nnd then tho plnco
should bo burned ns quickly as pos-
sible.

U A. Thurston offered tho following
resolution which was unanimously
adopted: "It is tho sense of this meet-
ing that it is sound policy to rcmovo to
qunrnntlno ns tapldly ns practicable,
tho residents of tho Chinatown dis-
trict nnd to tako nny and every step,
without limit, necessary to stump out
the plague, Including tho destruction
of buildings and other property."

Dr. Day then offered the following
resolution, which took tho samo
course: "I move that tho Chairman nt

n committee of'cltlzcns to select
and ncqulro a suitable locality for n
detention camp for persons now resi-
dent In Chinatown or other quarantin-
ed districts, nnd to erect buildings for
tho accommodation of such persons
ns they shnit bo advised as to number
ny tho Hoard of Health. I movo thnt
tlio chairman appoint a committee and
let this bo the means that wu now tako
for combating tho plngue."

Chairman Smith appointed tho fol-
lowing committee to look up a slto for
a quniantlno barracks: Minister Alex.
Young, L. A. Thurston, C. Uolte, J.
A. Kennedy, O. II. Ulploy, Dr. Herbeit.

Holland Sytnpntliy For Bocph.
Tho feeling of sympathy for the

Boers In Holland is astonishing nil
Uuropo by the rapidity with which It is
spreading to tho very lowliest Inhabi-
tant. A fow days ago u littlo boy only
14 entered tho ofllco of a Haarlem pa-
per nnd, emptying his pockets, which
contnlncd all his savings, said: "This
is for tho Transvnnl," leaving tho ofllco
without glWng his nnmc. A bourgeois
of Amsterdam went Into the ofllco of
an Amsterdam paper nnd deposited
1,000 florins. "I am not rich," ho Bald,
"but my wife nnd children want me
to glvo this aid of tho Boers." An
oiilccr at 11 reel,i called his company
together and nsked them if they wish-
ed to subscribe. Without a dissenting

olco all subscribed Hums according to
their rank. Tho servants of The
Hague have foimed n lenguo for tlio
purposo of making n fund, to which
they subscribe weekly. Through tho
nowspapcrs, by committees, from door
to door, In tho churches, In tho schools

overywhero whero tho public gathers,
collections nro being mado nnd mil-
lions of florins aro being found for tho
Boers. A rich citizen of Tho Hague
proposes to found nn orphan asylum
for the children of tho Boers who fall
In tho wnr. In Belgium tho sympathy
Is nearly ns keen and persons with
whom I am personally acquainted nro
subscribing $300, $400 nnd $500 nt a
time. Ambulanco corps are being
formed nnd drilled nnd doctors aro
leaving their practice to "go out and
help tho Boers. Tho unnnlmlty of feel-
ing Is really extraordinary, and tho
English of Antwerp, ns well ns of Brus-
sels, nro obliged to keep very quiet.
My own house was stoned recently by
roughs becnuso I was known to bo n
correspondent of tho American nnd
English press.
