A naval
ofllclnl at Esquimau, who was Inter-
viewed this evening regarding tho
marks on the boat found an tho west
coast, says there can be no mistake.
She Is positively one of the Condor'H
boats. Tho officer stated that on tha
stem of all war ships' boats the

These alt appear on
the boat found oft Ahousctt.

The arrival of the survey ship
Egerla and the United States revenVr
cutter Grant from the west coast Is
being looked forward to with Interest,
for It may be they will bring in
further news that will give a clew to
tho possible fate of the Condor. The
Egela was to bring the boat found at
Ahousett bay back to Esquimau. This
boat, which may be the only thing be
longing to the Condor given up by tho
sea, was evidently swept from Us
lashings on the war ship by the high
seas, for the fact that the Iron grips
were still on tho boat shows that the
sailors did not launrh the boat, for
had tbey done so tho grips would havo
been removed. The boat had, without
doubt, been carrlvd away from Its lash-
ings, which ar securely fastened
when the war ships leave for sea,

Nanalmo, C, Jan. 31. Captain
floss of the collier San Mateo, which
Is now In port, states that on his way
down last trip, nljout tho lVth, ho met
u boat In the straits of San Juan
which answers very well the descrip-
tion of the boat supposed to belong tn
the Condor. Tho boat was painted
white, with a square stern. It was
waterlogged and ono of the
was stove In. Ho drew slightly out of
his course to get near enough to in-

vestigate. He could not sec any narno
on it and the boat was empty. The
pliirn where he saw It was Just Inside
the straits. He thought that tho one
found may have been the same as that
seen on the west roast, which after-
wards drifted In a northerly direction.
Otherwise it might bu a Becnnd boat
from the Condor.

Seattle, Jan. 31. The Olobe Naviga-

tion Company's steamship Eureka ar-
