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The last report of the United States

Qeneral Appraisers contains the fol-

lowing on the protest of New York
firms against charging duties on susar
sweepings:

Sugar sweepings obtained from car-
goes of refined cugar are not dutiable
as refined BUgar, but nre dutiable ac-

cording to polarlscoplc test ut the
rates prescribed in paragraph 203,
act of July 24, 1897.

In assessing duty on sugar sweeu--

Ings, their previous character and con-
dition must be (unregarded and neithc-- f

their refinement nor their color con
sidered.

United States vs. Salambler (170 U.
S.. 021) and United Statts vs. Shea
(114 Fed. Hep., 3S) cited as to tuM
clency of protest.

The merchandise In question con
slsts of sugar sweepings, whltb form'
ed portions of two shlpmnts of refill'
ed sugar Imported from Hamburg per
steamships Honlton and Peter Jebson.
The United States weigher reported
that he had found .j bags of suih
sweepings on the Honlton belonging
to Hewlett & Lee, and 70 bags of the
same class of merchandise on the same
steamship belonging to John Klssock
& Co. He nlso reported that he had
found 70 bags of the same character
on the Peter Jebson belonging to .'.to
firm & Lee.

The collector assessed duty on such
sweepings at the rate of tl.SJ per 100
pounds, under the provisions of para-
graph 209 of tho act of July 24, 1897,
which reads os follows:

"All sugar which has gone through
a process of refining, one and ninety-fiv- e

of one cent per
pound."

The Importers make the claim In one
case that duty should be essened only
on the sugar contained In sweep-
ings, and In the other case that duty
should bo assessed only according to
polarlscoplc test. We consider these
claims to be Identical, for by the pru-enc-

of dirt or other foreign matter the
saccharine strength of tbe sugar Is
weakened, and the polarlscoplc test
therefore shows the amount of chemi-
cally pure sugar present. Tbe pto- -

tests point out to us with sufficient
clearness the claim that the merchan-
dise Is dutiable by polarlscoplc cost,
and we pass upon them in that light
(United States vs. Salambler, 170 U.
S., 621; United States vs. Sbeu, 111
Fed. Rep., 38).

The local appraiser, In a special re
port, says:

This merchandise consists rf
sweepings of refined sugar, with a very
slight mixture of dirt and other refuao
which It would be Impossible to sep-
arate."

This report agrees with the testimo
ny of tho witnesses for the Importers.
The merchandise Is sugar sweepings,
and the dirt and refuse contained
therein aro what give It Its character
as sweepings. Without the presence
of such foreign matter the merchun
dlse would be sugar. IJelng sweeping?,
It falls within the provision in paid-grap-

209, reading as follows:
"Sugar dralnlngs and sugar nwtvp

Ings shall bo subject to duty as mo
lasses or sugar, as the case may be, ac
cording to polarlscoplc test."

The collector seems to have disre
garded this provision entirely, and tu
have concluded that as these sweep-
ings were collected from shipments ot
refined sugar, he was bound to nssesi
them as refined sugar. This was error,
Congress clearly distinguished be
tween sugar, raw or refined, and
sweepings, nnd recognized them bb two
different and distinct substances, and
while In tho assessment of duty on su
gar the color Is an Important factor, in
the case of sweepings that factor Is 'g
nored, and tbe polarlscoplc test or sac
charine strength of the suhBtanco W

tne sole basis of assessment. Tho fact
that sweepings must pay the eamo rate
of duty as sugar of the same polari
scoplc test Is immaterial; that fact cin
not operate to change the character of
the sweepings, nor can the previous
condition of the sugar, raw or refined,
contained In the sweepings be consid-
ered.

It follows that there can beno al-

lowance made for the dirt and refund
Intermixed with the sugar, for such
foreign substances are as much a part
of tho sweepings as is the sugar Itself,
although, as before stated, the practi-
cal effect of an allowance by weight
for the Impurities and an assessment
of duty according to polarlscoplc test
may be the same. Furthermore, even
If such a claim wcra valid. It Is undis-
puted that the amount of such foreign
matter can not be satisfactorily ascer-
tained.

Samples of tho sweepings were sun- -

mltted. to the chemist In charge of the
laboratory at the port of Now Yoik,
and from IiIh report we find that tne
sweepings per steamship Honlton
show 9S.20 degrees by polarlscoplc
tent, and those by the steamshln Peter
Jebson 93.20 degrees by polarlscoplc
test

We accordingly find
I. That the merchandise Imported

por steamship Honlton, and covered
by tho protests before us, consists of
sugar kweeplngs testing 98.20 degrees
by tho polarlscope.

2. That the merchandise Imported
per steamship Peter Jebson, and cov-
ered by tho protests beforo us, con.
slsts of sugar sweepings testing 93 20
degrees by tho polarlscope.

We therefore hold that duty should
be assessed thereon at tho rato appli-
cable to raw sugar of the polarlscoplc
tests above mentioned, and to thin ex-

tent sustain the protests and reverse
the decisions of the collector. In all
other respects the protests are over
ruled.

World's Fair Grounds, St. Louis,

July 21. Work has been begun upon
the foundation for a tower to carry th-- !

electric wires In the Palace of Machin
ery, where the great power plant Is to
be situated. The big switchboard will
be placed high upon the western end ot
the machinery palace accessible only
from the special gallery. The tower
whose foundations are well down below
the surface of the ground will connect
the switchboard gallery with the elec-
trical sub-wa- which Is seven by seven
feet and one mile long. From this sub-
way the ten Ice conduits lead out In
all directions, to all buildings- and all
parts ot the grounds whero electricity
Is to be used cither for power or light-
ing. Over one hundred miles of wood
en conduit has been bought for thU
purpose. The foundation for the
tower will be concrete and the walls
will be lined with fireproof tile. The
power plant In the western end of the
machinery palace wilt develop by
means of four Immense Weatlnghouse
steam-drive- n generators S000 kilowatts,
the equivalent of 10,720 horse power.
The exposition lias arranged to bu
7500 kilowatts or 10.0S0 horse power
from the Citizens' Light and Power
Company, making a total ot 20,770

horse power. Two thousand horse
power will be developed from exhibit
plants In the machinery palace which
will bo used by the exposition for a
variety of purposes. All power used
by the exposition will be controlled
from the one great switchboard. Such
sn unusual olume of power is neces-
sary because of the great number oi
moving exhibits in many of the build-
ings and the extensive electric lighting
and cascade schemes. The lutra-mur-

railroad, several miles In length, will
require a large olume. The boiler
house will be situated 130 feet west of
the machinery palace and wilt contain
a battery of boilers of unusual size
and steam capacity.
