It Is par-
ticntlarly unfortunate for Mr. Dole be-
cause by maintaining that the appoint-
ment of Mr, Wright to the treasurer-
ship was forced upon brm, e has put
bhimself or allowed his friends to put
him on the defensive, Those who pre-
sume to speak for the Governor have
thus put him In the position of making
excuses for the appolntment of Mr,
Wright or rather his promotion from
the position of Registrar of Public Ac-
counts held under a Treasurer whom
Mr. Dole selected at the inauguration
of the Territorial government. As
Registrar, Mr. Wright handled and was
personally responsible for thousands
of dollars of public funds, The Bulle
tin prefers to bel that Mr. Dole at
least had full confidence In Mr.
Wright's personal honesty. Otherwise
he would have protested agamat bl ap-
polotment to any position 1 the Fi-
nance Department. While at variance
with the Governor on many phases of
public pdministration the Bulletin will
pot belleve he would sign nls name to
tae commission of a publle officer
whose personal honesty he doubted.

It has yel to be seen what possible
advantage ls to be gained by the Gov-
ernor by taking the Wright matter up
from a political standpoint ns he not
only signed Mr, Wright's commission
us Treasurer, but did so after Wright
had been endorsed by the Republican
organization and Republican members
of the Legialature.

Furthermore, Mr, Dole in his charges
brought agalnst Auditor Austin has
himself indicated his conviction as to
an Important phase of present official
responsibility when he says In his
signed statement to Mr. Austin:

“VIL That you have, to a great ex-
tent, neglected to audit the accounts
of Territorinl oMcinis throughout tha
Territory, as by law you were regulred
to do; and by reason and In conse-
quence of your transactions and con-
duct aforesald you have so comprom-
Ised yourself as to incapacitate you
for the faithful and eflicient auditing
of publie accounts; and by renson and
In congequence af your neglect afore-
sald to properly audit publle kccounts,
and of your non-feasance In office
aforesald, u grave defaleation hag oc-
curred in the Department of Publle
Works, and the confidence of the Ter-
ritorial administration In the correct-
ness of publle accounts throughout the
Tercitory bas besn bmpalred.”

Auditor »ustin  certalnly was not
forced upon the Governor. He has
been credited with belng one of Gover-
nor Dole's personal selections. And
from the Governor's own verslon of
the administration of his sppointee, a
proper regard for the dutles of auditor
would huve prevented lrregularities in
the Finance s wall as the Puablie
Worka department.
