REDUCE ARMY EXPENSE.

Washington, Nov, 23. — Secretary
Root has just completed his estimates
for the next fiscal year, and he has
succeeded In effecting a marked re-
duction in the amount of money re-
quired for the support of the Army
and War Department. Excluding riv-
er and barbor approprintions, over
which the department has little con-
trol, ax they are directed largely by
Congress, the SBecrotary sald that the
estimates for cach of the last five fls
cal years shows an annual average In-
crease from the estimates of the pre-
vious year of about $44.500,000, The
estimates for the next yoar show a net
decroase of $31,420,400, compared with
the estimates aubmitted for the cur-
rent flsenl year, and the decrease as
ieompared with the current approprin:
quun is §20.947.960.
