Is Located By Diver

The Sun Franclgeo Chronicle of
Muarch 19 says:

The resting spot of $600,000 in gold
coin and bulliop that went to the bot-
tom of the Pacific with the wreck of the
Pucific Mall stenmer Golden Gate, near
Munzanillo, Mexico, ip 1862, has been
found by . W. Johinswon, a Boston con-
trnctor, He arrived here yesterday on
the steamer Newport. Johnson came
to this city from the East lust year and
purchased and outfitted the schooner
Luisia D., for the purpose of recovering
the Golden Oate's loxt treasure. With
her regular crew and a sumber of ad-
| ditlopal laborers, the vessel went to
\Innlnhlllu In November, Johnson fol-
lowing by steamer. Mapy weeks were
