LONGSHOREMEN STRIKE.
Portland, Oregon, Nov 2. The long-

The Kobe was
under charter to take a similar cargo
to Chinese ports.

WALL STREET 8ENSATION.
New York, Nov. 2. Tho report of

former U. S Senator Smith, receiver
for the shipbuilding trust, has been
made public and has created a big sen
sjtlcm In Wall Street and In financial
circles generally.

Smith alleges that the promoters of
the trust committed fraud Itrorganlz--
Ing the concern and floating the com-panj- 's

bonds. He recommends that
Charles M Schwab, late president of
the steel trust, and other promoters
of the United States Shipbuilding Com-
pany, be prosecuted.

It Is charged that by reason of secret
agreements between Lewis Nixon, who
uns tho main promoter of the trust,
nnd Charles M Schwab, the shipbuild-
ing company purchased from Schwab
the Ilethlehem Steel Company works
for fotty million dollars, and that his
transaction alone afforded Schwab a
profit of tvvent-seve- n million dollars
