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TOGO REPORTS
ON PORT; ARTHUR

The following dispatch was received at the Japanese Consulate last
evening:

WASHINGTON, March 13.

SAITO, Honolulu:
The official report of Admiral Togo, the eommander-ln-chle- f of our mixed

squadron, runs as follows:
On the 10th Inst, as planned beforehand, our fleet attacked Port Arthur.

Our torpedo destroyers arranged themselves Into two flotillas. Both arrived
at the entrance to Port Arthur at 0:00 o'clock a. m. and surveyed but failed
to find the enemy's vessels. At daybreak the B flotilla, notwithstanding the
firing from the forts, succeeded In sinking special mechanical mines at the
entrance. The A flotilla found six of the enemy's destroyers to the south of

Mount Laoteshan at 4:30 a. m. and engaged them In fighting for about twenty

minutes.
Asshlo, Kasunl, Akatsukl arranged themselves side by side and gave the

most scathing kind of a fire to the enemy's vessels. Some of the enemy's ves-

sels were damaged In their engine-room-s and some took fire and the crews
pitifully cried for rescue and the enemy's flotilla at last fled, having sustained
heavv damaae. Our vessels also sustained more or less damage. 8even non

commissioned officers and members of the crews Inclusive, were killed, and
the chief engineer, Mlnamlsawa, and eight others were wounded.

Akatsukl was the most' seriously damaged of our flotilla and was shelled
at the auxiliary steam pipe. Four marines serving In the engineer's depart-

ment were killed. No vessel In our flotilla was disabled nor damaged so that
she became unseaworthy.

The B flotilla at 7 a. m. as they were about to leave the field of action, by

accident found two of the enemy'a destroyers just entering the harbor, and
attacked them, disabling one. Susanaml captured the disabled destroyer and
tri.H tn ibu, her to our main fleet but as the damage to the vessel was very
great and the sea very heavy, the hawser was broken and so the Sssanaml
abandoned the hope to take the disabled vessel to the fleet, but, securing four
of the marines from the disabled vessel, went back to the fleet It Is reported
that the disabled vessel waa,sunk at about 10:10 a. m.

Our B flotilla sustained only slight damage. Only two marines were killed
and Lieut. Shlma and three others were wounded.

Before this time Novlk and Bayan came out of the harbor and went to-

wards our B flotilla but, seeing that our cruisers were near, fled Into the port
and did not come out again,

u Our battleship squadron and cruiser squadron arrived outside of Port
Arthur at about 8 a. m. and tho cruiser squadron immediately proceeded to
the entrance to the port and assisted In the operations of our destroyers. The
battleship squadron also proceeded near Mount Laoteshan and bombarded the
port from 10 a. m. to 1:40 p. m. The enemy's forts responded to the fire at
Intervals. No damage was sustained by our fleet and no one was killed or
wounded. t

The cruiser squadron shelled ard destroyed the enemy's public buildings
at Sanzan Island In Tailing Bay (Dalny).

The cruisers Takasago and Chlhaya surveyed the north of the Peninsula
at Port Arthur but could not And any of the enemy. The enemy's destroyer
Vnushitellnuy, which was sunk In Tato Bay, leaves only the upper part of the
masts and funnels showing above the water.
