Item,

Said the Treasurer this morning:
"I must add about fifty thousand dob
lars to my Interest account estimate,
that tbo Legislature may prepare an
appropriation to meet tho Intorcst and
.expenses of our possible now loan of
a million dollars.

"If we should borrow' tho rost of tho
money authorized by tho last Legisla-
ture, vn must have ready the means
to pay Interest on our new million, to
gcther with enough to defray the ex-

pense of printing the bonds, and sn
forth. Tho exact nmbimt to be added
to my first estimate, In this connec-
tion, will be, I think, $51,500.

"Yes; there may be' reductions In
the running expenses of this depart-
ment hoyond cuts mentioned In my
first statement to tho Governor. I sup-
pose thcro will liavo to be; but there
is no cutting tbo Interest account, as
can readily bo seecn, on the contrary,
we must increase It against the possi-

bility of borrowing that other million.'

FIGHT JHD ICE

Yokohama, March 11. Tho Gcnsan
(Korea) correspondent of tho Nlchl Nl-cl- il

sends a telegram to his paper, sta-
ting that tho Japanese squadron bom-
barded Vladivostok thrlco slneo tho
fith Inst., having approached tho har-
bor within 4, COO metres. The Russian
batteries and warships did not return
tho flro at all. Some Japanese, shells
exploded and caused a conflagration
In tho town of Vladivostok.

A further prlvato report of tho Vlad-
ivostok bombardment has been pub-
lished by the Jnpancso press, but noth-
ing qulto new Is found as compared
with the recent official report except-
ing that a Russian warship of tbe Hog-at-

type (or, according to another re-
port, four vessels) came out of tho
harbor and reconnoltcrcd the move-
ments of tho Japanese squadron after
tho withdrawal of tho lattor on tho
Cth, and that also a Russia ship fol-

lowed tho Japanese squadron on that
occnslon on tbe Tth. During tbo first
bombardment tho thermometer read
21 degrees Fahrenheit below zero, and
tho decks and sides of all the Japancso
warships were covered with Ice. The
sea within about 0,000 'meters from tho
shoro was seen to bo No
gun seemed to'havo been mounted on
tho fort which the Japancso
squadron attacked on tho 6th. Tho
enemy did not reply, as previously re-

ported, but was busily engaged mak-
ing signals between tho forts by wire-
less telegraphy.
