Fearing that the cable had been in jured somewhere between San Fran-
cleco and Honoluly, a test was made at the local office a little before 11
o'clock this morning, but It was found that the cable is still in good condi-
tion until it reaches Ban Francleco Bay. The delay in getting the cable
boached at the Cliff House is attributed 13 the impossibility of Ing trans-
portation for the workmen and thelr repairing material from center of
the city to the CIif House.
