"All County employes doing manual
labor In thu Territory of Hawaii shall
bo paid their wages on tho last day of
each week," and whllo wo hcllovu that
It Is a good plan that those who de
pend upon their dally earning should
bo paid each week, It seems luoxpc-diu-

to enact u law of this kind and
require that ull such wages shall bo
paid on Saturday of each week. 1(

may he Impracticable In somu cases to
carry out tho leqtilrcmunts, and more-
over tho power to employ, discharge
pud pay employees Is given to thu
Hoard of Supervisors and tho matter
of tho times of payment should ho left
for them to decide.

Tho Special County Commltteo re
port coiiBldorntlon on Scnnto Dill No.
77, which also Is a bill to amend tho,
County Act.

Tho solo object sought to ho obtain
cd by this hill Is expressed in Section
1, at follows: "To llx thu salaries
of all County officers, not herein oth-

erwise piovidud for, provided, howev-
er, no appolntlvo officer shall receive
moro pay than tho sulury paid or al-

lowed to tho Treasurer of tho County
whoro such officer Is appointed."
