PEACE WITH HAVEMEYERS.

Bluce peave was  established and
pince the formation of the Western
Sugar Company, the Havemeyer and
Spreckels Interests had not clashed out
here or anywhere else,

Returning to the question of wheth- |
or the Western Sugar and Havemey-
er's trust were ndt in reality dividing
the country into two selling districts
with the Missourl river clties and New
Orlenns ng the dividing line, Attorney
liutchlson asked il shipping practices
uf the companies had not bullt up such
an arrangement between the two,

Attorney Morrison objected to tha
question as hearsay and as irrelevant
ond immaterial,

Mr. Spreckels then answered it by
ugsin denylvg avy kind of an agree-
ment, silent or otherwige, on the sub-
Joot. I hle father bad any such tn-
derstandiog, he had pever heard of it
Nor had be ever heard of his father
baving had  any  wgreement about
prices with the Havemeyer people. He,
bimself, never had any agreement as
to prices with Havemeyer,

In answer to other questions, Mr
Spreckels sald 460,000 tons of raw cane
pughr were produced annually in Has
wall.  The Western Bugar Company
1efined about 100,000 or 120,000 tons
of the raw cane sugar. Much ol the
Hawallan product wis shipped to New
York. He sald be was Intercuted in
lawalan sugar plantations and that
the Western Sugar Company obtalned
rome of {ts ruw cane sugar from Java,
Mexieo, Peru and the Philippines io |
addition to Hawall, He had no loter-
sst In the Calltornin-Hawallan Sugar
Refining Comgany’s nlant st Crockell,

Cal, not did he belleve that Have-
meyer had any connection with that|
nlant.
