Since It Is practically necessary to
pave one's way through this country
hy gifts, and more can ho accom
plished hy barter than hy actual cash
transaction, a good sized puck train
will he leiiulred to tinnsport tho per
sonal effects, outfits and urtlcles for
tiadu with the natives. It has heen
remniked by mi early explorer ot this
region that cheap American cotton
cloth, wire, mirrors trinkets nnd tho
like, nre of Inestimable value, and that

dtslruhle hy the natives us ornaments
for their ears.

Tho expedition will begin actual
work about Dec. 1, mid It Is expected
tlmUltH operations will cover n period
of approximately seven months. There
Is no question that with even moder-

ate success, the national collections
will be enriched hy valuable speci-
mens,
