THE IGNORANT UNITED STATES.

Startliag Fignres 743.000 Voters Whs
Caanot Read or Write Who the Il-

literate Are Had We Better Not Edu
cate More ?

We think it will be difficult to
candidly read and compare the fol
lowing fignres, without coming to
the conclusion that one great pub
lic need In this country is compul
sory education ?

The United States Commissioner
e f Education, General Eaton, Jr., in
his annual report, has prepared
from advanced sheets of the census,
a variety of statistics of illiteracy.
A table giving the nativity of illi
teracy in the United States in 1870
shows tha.t there is an agggregate of
777,804 foreign illiterates, of whom
665,986 are in Northern States ; 39,- -
496 in the Pacific States and Terri
tories, and 72,383 in the Southern
States ; that there is an aggregate of
4,882,210 native illiteratesof whom
690,117 are in the Northern States,
74,504 in the Pacific States and Ter
ritories, and 4,117,589 illiterates In
the Southern States, making a grand
total of 5,660,074 r illiterates in the
entire country. A second table
shows that of every 10,000 inhabi-
tants in the whole Union there are
8,711 whites, 1,266 colored, 16 Chi
nese and 7 Indians: the colored
race being in excess only in the
States of Louisiana, 3445; South
Carolina, 126,147, and Mississippi,
61,305. A table showing the illiter-
acy of the white race and colored
race give a total of 2,878,543 of the
former, and 2,763,991 of the latter.
The illiteracy - of . the Northern
States, including all persons over
ten years old, is thus compared :- -

In the Southern States there are
1,516,329 illiterate whites, and 2,- -
671,396 illiterate blacks. In the
whole country there are 2,606,847
illiterate males, and 3,634,687. illi-
terate . -females. - -

As will be seen, Kansas has 24,- -
340 persons who ought to, but can-
not read or write. Of these, 5,694
are voters. If parties were tolerably
balanced in our' State, these vot-
ers, who cannot read the names
upon tbe tickets' banded them,might
control the result of an important
election. But we need not attempt
to portray, the multitudinous and
generally acknowledged evils of
an ignoranco that cannot, in this
age and country, read orwrUe. To
avoid these evils the ignorauce from
which they result should be abol-
ished, and tbe sure and only way to
abolish it Is to naet and strict
ly enforce compulsory education.
Kansas needs to apply the remedy
as much as does " iany State. "Why
cannot our Legislature give it to us
before the present session closes?

KEEPING THE SABBATH.

A. rigid babbatanan. who occas
ionally exhorts in ohurch, and fills
tbe omce ot Justice or tbe Peace in
a western village, not long . since
went on a deer hunt with a party
composed or nve or six young nun
ters-- nj some unaccountable mis-
take . he lost his reckoning, and,
much to bis mortification, be found,
on reference to his papers on the
third day of the hunt, that it was
Sunday, when he had supposed it
was Saturday. He opened the mor
ning with a prayer, and told his
companions that, as a Christian And
a magistrate, ne could not bunt that
day ; and accordingly drew forth.

"Gentlemen," said he, when his
friends came to the spot, "it is con-
trary to the laws of Moses and the
revised statutes of Pennsylvania to
travel on ounaay, ana for thai ri
son I shot that fellow." -

KANSAS RAILROAD WORK IN 1871

- The Railroad Gazette publishes an
article on the railway progress vof
the country, from which we select a
few interesting facts. In 1S30, there
were in operation in the United
States twenty-thre- e miles of rail
road ; there are now 60,382. The
increase in 1871 .was G.9S3 miles
much greater than in any previous
year. At the beginning of 1871
Kansas had 1,501 miles ; at the be
ginning of 1872 this autfcority says
it had 1,771 miles. .

The Atchison and Nebraska road
has been extended from our north
ern State line 41 miles. The fol

'NEWSPAPER FACTS. .
'

The Atchison Daily Champion
says:

"Six daily papers have ceased to
exist during the past year." Such
is one of the records of the "Kan
sas and Missouri Associated Press,"
reported by the secretary at the
meeting held in Leavenworth last
Wednesday. The Bulletin, of Leav
en worth, the Record, of Topeka,
the Union, of St. Joseph, the News,
of Emporia, and two journals at
Springfield, Missouri, constitute the
list of daily papers that have thus
dropped out of the Association and
out of existence. They made a vig
orous fight for life : some of them
were edited with abiutv and man
aged with prudence, economy and
enterprise ; all or them enjoyed the
advantage of a connection with tbe
Associated Press. But the patron
age necessary to sustain them was
not given. In many of the cases it
was impossible for the communities
to give it. It was beyond tbe
means of tbe people, generous as
they - might bave been in tbeir sop
port And so these papers went
down.

Few people have any idea of the
great outlay of money necessary to
sustain a good paper. We believe
the Champion is managed as eco
nomically as any daily in tbe West
It has no ornamental attachees.
There is work to-d- o for everybody

employs, one editor and one
business man do the entire work
pertaining to its editors! and busi
ness management, let the abso
lutely necessary expenses of the
Champion, cut them down as close-
ly as It is possible, average over
$350 per week, or over $18,000 per
annum. And this amount does not
include any allowance for the sala-
ry of the editor and proprietor, or
for the expense necessary to replace
type, presses and other material
wearing out by use.

And the Kansas City Journal of
Commerce adds.:

There is 'something about the
newspaper that places it outside of
the ordinary rules of business. A
man may iuvest his money in almost
any other business, and by industry,
economy and strict business appli
cations, calculate on a given return
When a newspaper starts in that
way, it is like the fellow's game
tbe more you put down tbe less you
take up and the man who, having
other business, puts his capital in a
newspaper, particularly a daily, is a
fool. .

Another reason for so many fail
ures is that the market is overstock
ed. There are now just about one
half more papers in the West than
there is public demand for, and they
make no money ror their owners,
nor do they benefit the public. Then
again, where tbere are so many,
they not only injure the business,
but the effect is to detract-fro- the
character of journalism.

Exciting Speech at the Grand Banquet
toe rrvM-riptiT- e spirit veaoaneea.

The following telegram shows
that the "heathen Chinee," or Jap- -
anee, ia coming up in popular favor :

San Francisco, Jan. 25. Near
the close of the Japanese banquet, a
remarkable - scene occurred. JSx--
Governor Haight, in responding to
tbe sentiment, "Tbe Bute of Cali-
fornia warmly welcomed the em-
bassy," said God had made of one
blood all the nations of the earth,
and that the presence of the embas-
sy marked a new era iu tbe progress
of civilization.

Rev. Horatio Stchbina then spoke
to the embassy the sentiment, "The
Spirit of American Commerce wel-
comed the embassy," and said tbe
changes wrought by oceanic com-
munication with Japan would
change forever the tide of com-
merce flowing from this city. We
can never do the business of the
Mississippi Valley, and probably
shall not extend onr inland com-
merce beyond the summit of the
great mountain chain. To compen-
sate for that we must gather up the
islands of the sea, And push our
traffic to the innumerable popula-
tions of the Asiatic world. But our
position ia anomalous. - While we
are here to-nig- ht wooing the com-
merce of the old empires, yonr Gov-
ernor, (pointing to Gov. Booth,) as
a representative of one political
party, and ex-G- o v. Haight, as a rep-
resentative of the other and oppo-
site party, are committed to a poli-
cy to exclude their people from our
shores. The position is absurd and
lidicnlous as a policy, And nonsense
as a principle. ' If any of your cheap
politicians have won a penny by it
in the passions of an hour, beware!
