Editor News: Pleaso insert the
following la your paper: Mailable
matter Is divided into three classes
first, letters; second, regular printed
matter; thin, miscellaneous matter.
Tao third class embraces pamphlets,
occasional publications', - transcient
newspapers, magazines, hand-bill- s,

posters, unsealed circulars, proof- -

sheets, j blanks, flexible . patterns,
sample .'merchandise, sample card,
photographic paper, letter envelopes,
postal, envelopes and wrappers, cards,
plain and ornamental photographic
representations of different seals, cut
tings, bulbs, roots, scions, and all mat
ter which may be declared mailable by
law. .' AU liquids, poisons, glass, ex
plosive materials and obscene books
shall be excluded from the mails. All
matter of tho third class, excepting
books and other printed matter, book
manuscripts, proof sheets and correct
ed proof sheets, shall not exceed 12
ounces in weight. On mailable mat
ter of this class, except as herein
stated, postage shall be charged at ths
rate of one cent for each two ounces or
fraction thereof. Double these-- rates
shall be charged ou books, samples ot
metals, ores, minerals, and merchan
dise prepaid by postage stamps.

Money orders of 110 and less will be
Issued tor 5 cents, instead of 10 cents
as heretofore.
