LETTER FROM COLOERADU.
DexvER, Con., Aur. 20, 1872,
Dut few neople come here to sce
Denver. They wish to sec the
Rocky Mountaing, and exhibit the
utmost indifference to the wonders
which greet them in this far western
city until they get back from thelr
mouniain tourivg. So far is this
rule earried out that it surprises me
as much as do the wonderful char-
acteristics of the pliweo itselfl—won-
derful because it is all the work of
man’s hands. I was anxious, like
the rest, to see the mountains and
tread their mysterious eanyons ; but
I could not keep my eyes ofl the
peculiar city itsclf. Thirteen years
azo I saw here but a row of log and
“adobe” cabins and stores along the
sides of two strecte. Now three
and four story brick blocks, of ele-
zant style and finish, greet the cye
for many squares, and miles of
streets shaded with tall cotton-
woods and studded with costly and
handsome residences stretch back
to the hills. Beautiful flower gar-
dens adorn many of the front
yards, watered by spouting foun-
tains, for nearly every strect has its
diteh of running water, brought
cither from the mountains or the
huge water-works neross Cherry
Creck. The street cars appear to
entice but few. Most pcople prefer
to take more time and sce the bean-
ties—that 12, most pleasure-scekers.
True there are other classcs here,
anda large number are embraced in
its business circles. Some twenty-
five or thirty big transfer wagons,
drawn by the most powerinl horses
I ever saw, are kept pretty busy
hanling merchandize, and trunks,
and other baggage, Desides these
there are countless carriages, bug-
gies, ambulances, stages and hacks
coustantly rolling out of Lhe great
Itvery stables that are found In all
parts of the city, doing their utmost
Lo scalter, collect, or nnything clse
to keep the people moving. 1t will
pay & perscu to stand on the corner
of most auy street an hoir or two
and witness the excited knotls of
freshly arrived tourists, with their
faces always turned toward the vast
ridge of rocks and pines and snows
aboye them, discussing the method
they should pursue in getting up the
mountains. Or equally interesting
are the adyentures of those who
have just come from the everlasting
Lills, as they velate their slides
down snow bauks, or tumbles down
the rocky gorges, ete. They go up
looking clean, prim, fastidious of
their dress and personal appearance,
they eome down tired, dusty, with
their arms full ot *“curiosities,” ob-
livious of their torn clothes, heel-
less and toeless boots and demoral-
ized aspect generally. It is sturdy
business, this climbing the Rocky
Mountaine. T tried it last week and

therefore kuow.

But before I leave Denver, there
is one other thing that comes prom-
inently under our notice. There
are one hundred and ninely saloons
within her borders, and more cor-
ruption ef various kinds than ever
I saw or heard of before. While
the upper or southern portion of
town is healthy and beantiful the
lower portion next the river, on the
bottom, is one perfect hell of de-
baachery. R.

A. Treadwell, yesterday inlormed
a Clironicle reporter that about
one hundred such applicants have
been received. They will select
about fifty of the best men—men
of experience in mining affnirs—
to accompany Miner in the expe-
dition. They will start in about
ten days. The company have al-
ready sold 2,000 shares of their
stock at five dollars per share—
1,000 on Tuesday and 500 shares
yvesterday. They purpose sclling
about 5,000 to form a working
capital, equip and start the expe-
dition. The expedition will pro-
ceed by rail to Denver, and from
there to the diamond-fields with a
pack train. Miner says it is im-
possible for Lent & Co. to have
perfected their title to the grousd
in this time.

RUMORS OF ANOTHER EXFPEDITION.

There are 4 number of ramors
flying about in regard to the dia-
mond-fields, and we already hear
of several expeditions in embryo
to the Territory. Among the
storics circnlated is one that a
good many years ago the early
French settlers of Louisiana sent
an expedition into the region own
knowa as New Mexico. They
founded a city there on the banks
of a fertile stream, and in course
of time it became quite wealthy
and populous. Precious metals
were abundant, and the good peo-
ple, in their religions fervor, erec-
ted a magnificent temple, and en

dowed it kountoously with their
wealth. Among its decorations
were life-size figures of the Virgin
and of the saints of their prefer-
ence ia solid gold andsilver. An
carthquake oceurred, which turn-
ed the current of their river—or,
indeed, erased it from the face of
the earth, and left the city unten-
able from the absence of water.
The inhabitants who survived the
calamity, few in number, gather-
¢d together their immense treas-
ure aund deposited them in a pit,
which was excavated on the plaza
in front of their splendid church.
In attempting to return east
ward they perished by privation
or at the hands of hostile Indians.
The record of the treasure-burying,
however, is said to have been pre-
served in the hands of the Yuma
Indians, describing the precise lo-
cation, and indicating the amount
to be many millions. A frontiers-
man, who has spent the greater
portion of his life upon the plains
and in the territory, claims to have
gained possession of the all-im-
portant document referred tao,
which is said to embrace a dia-
gram indicating tho precise spot
where this enormous treasure is to
be found.

We give this as n specimen of
the wild stories and expeditions on
foot at present in this city. It is
to beex that a great rush to
the diamond region will take place
on the eonfirmation of the reports
already received; and while some
fcw may make their fortune, the
great majority will doubtless be
doomed to disappointment, and
probably not a few will lose their
scalps at the hands of the gentle
savage,

Thoe
diamond region is a least 150
miles long by 100 broad, and con-
tains many millions" of acres of
land. And this fact aceounts for
the formation of the corporation,
placing the stock on the market
and the secreey which has attend-
ed all the movements of the pro-
jectors of the enterprise.

ANOTHER RICHMOND IN THE FIELD.

To every inguiry the present
owners ol the diamond fields re-
spond, “Nothing new.” DButthere
is something new, nevertheless,
and among other things are a
number of new claimants who are
preparing to assert their claims to
the diamond fields. Geo. W. Fox,
an old and well known miner iu
Humboldt county, Nevada, arrived
in this ecity last evening, from
Virginia City, on a mission some-
what similar to that of Miner.

He started from Tucson,
and passed over the ground where
Safford and Miner's party discov-
ered the diamounds. Having pass-
ed safely through the Indian
country, he sent back all the
troops and proceeded to the
ground claimed by Harpeading &
Co. with a single companion.

LOCATION OF THE DIAMOND
FIELDS.

This ground, he says, is located
about 450 miles north of where
Miner amd Satford’s party went in
the northeastern part of the Terri
tory, necar the Dboundary line.
There is a government post not far
from it, and an Indian reservation
covers n portion of the belt
While there he and kis companion
explored and prospected a belt
from three to five miles in width
and about forty miles in length,
and found it very rich in precious
stones. He thinks there are few
genuine diamonds there, but it is
80 rich in other precious stones
that it would pay larger dividends
than the richest silver mine in ex-
istence, He says the grounds are
sitnatod in the foothills of the
Pinal mountains. There ic plenty
of grass and timber, aud will
game, deer, turkeys, elc., are
abundaut. The country is cut up
by little ridges and ravines, and
the stones are chiefly on the points
of these ridges; but oceasionally
they are found in the washes.
The ant-hills are especially rich,
and some of them are perfectly
dazzling with their wealth ol jew-
els when the sun is shining on
them, He gathered between cight
and ten pounds of the stones, the
most of them being picked up on
the surface, and not washed at all.
The stounes were chiefly rubies,
sapphires, opals, topaz. and there
were a few amethysts. He sent
the stones gathered by him to this
city to have them tested by a
lapidary. They were tested and
ronounced genuine, but he had
ittle confidence in the lapidary,
and in order to settle the matter
he s=nt a number of them to Bos-
ton to be tested by a lapidary
there.
