There
is little hope of its abating before severe
frosts come there, and meantime the
whole country must do what it can to
alleviate the distress.

The Yellow Fever.
What a St. Loula Physician Ilecoiu-uieu- d.

St. Louis, Mo., Sept. 1. The follow
ing mode ot treating yellow lever is tur- -

nished to the Associated Press Agent by
a physician of considerable reputation
and large practice in this city, and it is
alleged tliat it it lie laitlitully carried
out it will reduce the mortality list ful
ly three fourths:

1'ut the patient in a cool, hard bed, in
a well lighted, well ventilated room.
Keep the head constantly cool by repeat
ed spongings with water from 40 to 50
degrees Fahrenheit. Keep feet constant
ly warm by bottles ot hot water. As
soon as nausea liegins relieve it by copi
ous draughts ot hot water, litis must
lie repented whenever nausea is distress
ing. A thick towel, touted and wet in
cold water, and laid across the stomach.
will also give relief. Kvacuate the bow
els by full injections daily of tepid wa
ter until the lever abates, using a toun- -

tain syringe whenever one can lie obtain.
ed. A loose crash towel should be doub
led, wet in tepid water, and worn over
the bowels constantly until the patient
is convalescent- - cool down the body to
as near normal heat as possible by

swinging with tepid water. When
the fever is higest apply the pour bath
to the head, as follows: Place the pa-
tient across the bed and his head over
the side of it, his face down ; put a tub
beneath, and pour cold water, say 40 tie
grees Fall ren heat, over the top of the
head from crown forward. Continue
this from twenty to thirty minutes, or
till the temperature is lowered. Give
this bath two or three times a day, or as
often as the fever requires. As soon as
the fever abates and the crisis is over.
stop all heroic treatment and let the pa-
tient rest. Give no medicines or stimu
lants of any kind, and no drink except
water or sour lemonade without sugar.
The patient should eat nothing during
the fever, except a thin water gruel made
with corn meal and a little salt. Lemon
juice iu water, without sugar, should be
used ireely during the fever. After the
patient is convalescent he must eat spar-
ingly of the plainest food, as a little
bread and fruit.

This treatment can be carried out
by any one without the aid of a doctor,
irad iu this regard is especially adapted
to poor people who nave not the means
to employ medical aid, and for their
particular aid it is given.

Artificial Ice.
The St. Louis Commercial Gazette

says: "Artificial ice is now made in
this city at a cost of one dollar per ton.
This was accomplished Saturday by the
Lnrig brewing company. ihe ma
chinery cost $35,000. The ice is formed
in blocks 8x20x30 inches.. I lie process
is scientifically termed the volatiliza
tion of anhydrous sulphurous oxide.
which is the most ett'ectiv and easily
managed freezing agent known. Ice
is now selling here at from $2tt to $28
per ton. This means of production will
reduce the cost to consumers to from
$1.80 to $2.50 per ton. Other parties are
preparing to at once follow the lead of
the Lhrig company in the manutacture
of ice.

The disappearance the bankrupt
law has puzzled some people to know
what debtors who cannot pay will do
hereafter. An exchange says that in
Rhode Island, Vermont, Connecticut,
New Jersey, Michigan, Wisconsin, Ne
vada, California, and North Carolina
the claims of creditors are discharged
upon the debtor making an assignment
of all his property. In Indiana, Kansas,
Oregon, Maryland, Mississippi, and
Missouri the debtor can assighn his
property, but cannot be discharged un
less every one of his creditors consent
In Pennsylvania, Delaware, Ohio, Illi
nois, Kentucky, Minnesota, Iowa, Ne
braska, Colorado, Virginia, and Georgia,
a debtor may make an assignment, but
cannot get a discharge except upon pay
ment of his debts in full. In Maine,
New Hampshire and South Carolina,
the law permits an assignment, but the
debtor is discharged only from those
debts the holders of which sign the
deed of assignment. In Louisiana the
law allows a discharge if the consent of
a majority of the creditors in number
and amount is obtained. In Massachu
setts, Tennessee, West Virginia, Florida,
Alabama and Texas a debtor cannot even
make an assignment.
