STATE V8 BANCROFT—CONTINUED.

Verdiet of Guilty Rendered by the Jury.

We continue the report of Bancroft's
testimony from our first page:

Witness was asked whether at the time
he made the report to the board st Mer-
chants hotel, and stated that it was a full
report, he had not sold an additional
guartersection in Mitchell county. Baid
he could not state positively from mem-
ory. Had never made any chan in
the report after its completion. Witness
was asked whethen he had or had not
received any money from the sale of
Normal school | between the time
out and delivery of plat re-
ports to Dr. Wright and the statement
to the board, March 2nd, 1878, and, if so,
how much, and on what land ¥ Witness
said his answer would be entirely from
memory. His best recollection was that
the sale of January 10th, 1878, was the
last. Had no recollection of receiving
other money ; if he had it was covered b
an understanding with McDonald, wi
whom he had correspondence, to make
good all m received from purchas-
ers as soon as it was determined to whom
it legally belon Said he had no
knowledge of Crichton's going lo éxam-
ine Saline Co. lands. Commenced mak-
ing his report in Depember, 1877, and
made it as rapidly as he could from
memoranda. termined 1o make it as
soon as he nscertained that he was to be
disappointed in the expectation of re-
ceiving money. Was asked what he did
with money received since December,
1877. Said he kept it in lus possession,
spent it during that time. as asked
why, if his intention was good, he kept
on issuing contracts and took money, af-
ter time of beginning to mske report in
December; why not retain the money
and pay it to the board with report?
Baid circumstances were such that he
could not. Thought he had issued but
one contract, lt“‘\'. Lee, January 19th,
1878) in regard to which MeDonsald and
he hud correspondence. Didn't state to
Crichton that he had received a letter
from Burke stating that Crichton was at
Balina. Was not engaged all the time
from December to February in makin
up report. Made it as fust as he could.

ad something else to do. Bome days
did not twuch it at all. Couldn't make
such a report in one or two days, (Wit
ness made exhibit of how he kept rec-
ord of land sales.) Didn't remember any
question by Crichton as to lands being
sold after the revotation of his agency
at half their value. On or about April
18th, 1877, paid Dr. Wright about $2,800.
At that time paid all he still had in his
possession; didn’t mean to say that was
all he legally had in his possession.

Bancroft’s cross-examination was con-
ducted by Mr. Crichton. After a few
questions to defendant as to his direct
examination of the day preceding, the
defense rested their case.

Counsel for prosecution recalled Prof.
Pomeroy. Testified that he had no rec-
ollection of any conversation with Ban.
croft during the years 1273-4-5 or 6, in
which Bancroft stated that he had sold
several or any piece of Normal school
land. Thought no such conversation
could have occurred without being im.
pressed on his recollection, becsuse it
was his impression that the board were
not trying to, and could not, sell any
lands—and, second, he was very muc
interested in the gquestion whether ornot
the lands could be soki. Had no recol.
lection of any conversation with Ban-
croft except the one previously testified
to, in which Bancroft said he was not
selling any land. On cross-examination
Mr. Pumam‘{ said he came here in De
cember, 1873. Then, and until the win.
ter of 1875 thereafter, the Normal school
had am:mprialionﬂ from the legislature.
Had additional personal interest after the
session of 1875, but had an interest in the
matter all the time. Did not recollect
informing Bancroft of his continuation
as ngent.

H. C. Cross was ealled. Did not ree-
ollect any conversations with Mr. Ban.
croft in which he said he had sold any
land. Did recollect his once saying that
there might possibly be sales made, as
there was more inguiry. Had reported
to the board from time to time, on Ban-
croft's statements, that no lands had been
sold.

J. . Crichton testified that in the
converaation in Baneroft's offlce he had
been informed by Bancroft that he had
received a letter from Major Burke, at
Salina, stating that he (Crichton,) was
there. After some discussion whether or
not Bancroft’s plat report was or was not
in evidence, the prosecution introduced
so much of it ns referred to those tracts
for which they had no contracts or re-
ceipts.

Court adjourned till afternoon, when
the judge read his instructions to the
Jury, as follows:

The 1st count in sald information
charges in substance that the said de-
fendant was, during all the time from
the month of May, A. D. 1872, up to the
Oth day of June, A. D. 1877, the duly ap-
pointed, qualified and acting agent of
the State of Kansas for the sale of the
lands set apart for the support and main.
tenance of the State Normal school st
Emporis. That by virtue of said sgen.
cy, he did, at different times during the
continuance of said agency, sell various
and divers tracts of said lands, and re-
ceived as the purchase money thereof,
many and large sums of money, aggre
guting the amount of $158,270.14; thut as
said agent he did, at Emporia, in the
county of Lyon, in the State of Kansas,
on or about the 6th day of June, 1877,

ceived b*y him as aforesaid, without the

The 3d count in said information con-
tains substantially all the averments and
charges mentioned in the 1st count, and
further charges that on the Gth day of
June, 1877, the said defendant in
his possession and under his control,
virtue of his said agency, the sum of
$9,000, after deducting all the commis-
sions to which be was entitled ad such
agent, and thst said defendant failed and

The criminal sjatutes of Kansas
applicable to the charge embraced in
the 1st count in the information filed in
this case read as follows: “If any officer,
agent, clerk or servant of any incorpora-
tion, or any, person employed in such
capacity, shall embezzle or convert to
his own use, without the consent of his
employer, any goods, rights in action,
or valuable security, or effects whatso-
ever, belonging to any copartnership or
corporation, wEich shall have come in-
to his possession or nnder his care, by
virtue of his emplo nt or office, he
shall, on conviction mﬂuf, be punished
in the manner prescribed by law for
stealing property, of the kind or value
of the article so embezzled.”” And thst
portion of the criminal statutes relevent
to the charge embraced in the 8d count
in sald information, reads as follows:
“If any agent shall neglect or refuse to
deliver to his employer or employers,
on demand, any money, promissory
note, evidence of debt or other property
which may have come into his posses.
sion by virtue of such employment, af-
ter deducting his fees as attorney, charg.
es as agent, or stipulated commission
for making collection of such money,
unless the same shall have been lost by
means beyond his control befare he had
n;_;punlmlt_\' to meke delivery thereof to
his employer or employers, or the em.
ployer or employers have permitted him
to use the same, he shall, upon convic-
tion thereof, be punished in the manner
provided in this section for unlawtully
converting such money or other proper-
ty to his own use.”

The law as above gquoted, defining the
erime with which the defendant is charg-
ed, is plain and explicit in its terms,
easily understood, and needs baut little
comment, To embezzle, therefore, is
to fraudulently appropriate to one's
own use, personal property (which in-
cludes money) with which one has been
intrusted as an agent or officer. Itisa
breach of trust, e unauthorized use
or conversion of that which came law.
fully to the possession, or the unauthor.
thorized or willful refusal or neglect to
pay over, on demand, any money or other
effects lawfully in the possession of an
agent or officer would, under the statutes
of Kansas, amount 1o the crime of embez-
ment.

Tth. The information charges that the
defendant was the agent of the State of
Kuansas for the sale of the lands set apart
for the use and maintenance of the State
Normal school at Emporia, and that
while acting in that capacity, he dis
posed of some of said lands and convert-
ed the proceeds thereof to his own use.
The law gives to the board of directors
or regents of the said Normal school
power to appoint such agent for the
Stute; but Q(J' fitr as this prosecution is
concerned it is not essential that the de.
fendant should have been appointed at
all, and no appointment need be proven.
If he was permitted to act as such agent
and did sct as such, in the sale of said
lands, this, if proved, will be sufficient to
bind him as an agent of the State. Ifa
man holds himself out to be an agent
and does that which would amount to
embezzlement, (or any other crime) if
done by one truly an agent, he cannot
be heard to say, when prosecuted, that he
was in fuct no agent. Claiming to be an
agent and acting as such, he wonld not
be permitied to deny it when called to
account for his acts as such agent, and
money received by him while acting in
such capacity, would in the fullest sense
come 10 him by virtue of his employ-
ment.

8th. When a demand is required in
order to bind an agent, such demand
may be made by any authorized agent
of the principal, and if the jury are sat
isfied from the evidence that the board
of regents of the state Normal school
authorized any one or more of its mem-
bes to make a demand on the defendant
for any money which may have come to
his hands from the sale of Normal
school lands, this would legally empow-
er them to make such demand. In order
1o constitute a legal demand no particu-
lar words ure necessary to be used,if the
party making the demand use language
that plninla indicates to the party upon
whom the demand is to be made what
he is required to do. This would consti.
tute a legal demand.

fth. The defendant. in his defense, re-
lies to some extent upon the statute of
limitations. The information charges that
the embezzlement was committed on the
6th day of June, 1877. In order to sus
tain the information it is not necessary
to prove the crime to have been com.
mitted on that day, but proff that the
offense was committed at any time with.
in two years prior 1o the commence-
ment of this prosecution is sufficient.
This prosecution was comm on the
15th day of March, 1878, and therefore
any money which the defendant may
have received from the sale of any of the
Iands for the use and maintainance of
the state Normal school, by virtue of his
agency for the sale of the same, after the
15th day of March, 1876, could not in any
wise be affected by the statute of lim-
itations, But if the evidence satisfies
the jury that the defendant received any
of said money us charged in the inform-
ation at any time before the 15th day of
March, 1876, and that he afterwaras con-

r cent., then, and in that event, the
defendant will be liable for all m
which he may have received as s
agent (and not legally accounted for)
within three years prior to the time of
the demand, under the 8d count in said
information, and you will so find, unless
vou. further find that the defendant was
prevented from delivering the same by
means beyond his control before he had
opportunity to deliver the same, or
had been itted to use the same by
the board of regents of said school. By
“means beyond hiscontrol,” is meant that
said money was lost by some casuality
which the defendant could not prevent,
such as loss by fire, or rob , Or some
other casualty. A conversion of the mon-
ey by the defendant can in no sense be
said to be a loss by means beyond his
control. Ifthe jury find the defendant
guilty as charged under the' 1st or 3d
counts in the information, or both,
you will also find the amount embezzel-
ed and state it in your verdict.

12th. There is evidence tending to
show that the authority of the defendant
to make sale of said lands was revoked
b{ the board of regents on the 6th day
of June, 1877, and that he was notified
thereof within ten days thereafter. There
is also evidence before you tending to
show that the defendant received some
money within three or four days after
the Bth day of June, 1877. Now, if the
Jjury beheve, from the evidence, that the
defendant received any of said money
before he had notice of his authority be-
ing revoked he would be liable for the
embezzlement thereof.

Gentlemen of the jury: After
hearing the arguments of counsel, you
will assume the responsibilities of this
case, and I trust and believe that it will
receive your careful and candid consid.
eration. Weigh well and carefully all
the evidence, and apply it to the law as
I have stated it, and return into the court
such verdict as the evidence and the law
require, and you will have discharged
vour whole duty.
