A BCRAP OF PAPER.

One of the Most Extraomdinary Criminal
Flots on Record.

The following remarkable story has
never before been published in its com-
plete form.  Yeuars ago the maia fentures
ol it were publishied in the New York
Courant, but for the sake ol cortain pur.
ties involved, the full narrutive was sup-
pressed :

George Layman wasa farmer, residing
near Selby, in Yorkshire, England.
Though not an educated man, by any
meuns, he wits above the avernge furnner
of the time. He had 2 good home, well
furnished, and =z fine farm, excellontly
stocked. He was twenty-eight years old
and unmarried. With him  resided an
only sister ol seventeen, and a girl of re-
markable beauty. In 1826, when this
narrtive opens, brother and sister were
living in the greatest affection and har.
mony. In thesednys it was castomary
for fanmers to employ young men, gener-
ally the sons of other farmers, and to
board aod lodge them in the house.
George Layman had seven such. One
of them was named Thomas Miller. He
was about nineteen or twenty, well built
and exceptionally good looking and at
tractive. Ile was exceedingly well in-

formed, and spoke without any of the,

seculisrities of disdect for which York-

ire sacn ure noiedt.  His connections
Were nuknown., He came to the furm-s

house with a stick in his haod and a
bandle on his shoulder, and obtained a
night's lodging. He got inlo conversa-
tion with the farmer and hands, and
though he admitted that he knew noth-
ing of farming, but had worked at the
trade of gunsmith, he expressed a de-
sire to remain and make himself useful
about the place. Layman econsented.
Miller jﬂi!l["l'l the other young men, and
was appurcntly soou deeply interested in
his work.

An sequaintarcee soon sprang up be-
tween Miller and Fanny Layman, the
farmer's sister. Unfortunately it ok
a clandestine form, and the lovers—for
such they soon became—met in sceret.
The consequences which might be ex.
pected followed, and Miller soon after-
ward dissppeared. When it was appar-
ent to her brother and neighbors that
she was to beeome a mother, she solema.-
Iy averred that she had been magried to
Miller, and produced u certificate, show-
ing such to be the fact. Miller disap-
penred March 20, 1326, when they had
been muarried some six months.

On April 17th following, a« etranger
arrived at the small inn in the adjacent
village, and sent for farmer Layman.
He represented that he was anxious to
hire a run for cattle, and had heard that
Loyman's lund was peculiarly adapted.
A long conversation followed, and Lay.
mun did not return home till rather late.
On the roud thither, and not more than
# half a mile from his home, he came
upon a carringe standing in the road.
Severa]l men were around, and one held

u lantern, while the others were putting

on the fore off wheel, which lind come
off in 2 rat. Layman paased s moment,
and 4s he did so, heard a stifled groan
from the vehiele

“What 15 the matter ¥ he asked. “Any
gne hurt

“Oh, no." was the reply; “the lady is
only alarmed—that’s all.”’

“Help—help!™ was heand in tones that
seemed to indicate a struggle to free the
spesker’s mouth from o muffling hood.

“What means this 9" Layman inquired,
excitedly, springing from his horse¢ and
guing wward the door of the carringe.

He was coufronted by a stalwart, gray-
haired man in a capacious cloak, who
t]lFlllal him aside with his left hand, and
said;

“Do not interfere, my friend; the lady
is my daughter and she iaslightly alann-
ed—that is all,”

At the same time another person step-
ped up to Lf'-'mmn and whispered.

“She lias long been confined in o lunn-
tic asylom, and we are just conveying
her home. Make no alarm, or she niay
have to return.”

Thus appealed to, the farmer passed
on, and before two minutes had clapset
the couch passed out of sight and hear.
ing in an opposite direction.

When the fanmer reached home he
found that his sister was missing. Soon
after e left for the inn, a person brought
a messagze for her, snd she walked down
the road with him. That was the last
seen of her.

Search wos made all over the neigh-
borbood, but it was unavailine. The
man ut the hotel, who had sent for Lay-
man, vanished the same night, and it
was telieved he wus in conspiracy with
the abductors of the girl, and on him de-
volved the part o get the farmer out of
the way while his sister was removed.

Whinat was the object of the ahduction *
That was the interesting guestion. Sev-
eral days passed, nnd the neighborhood
was still in excitement over the missing
girl, when a servant, cleaning out the
grate in the room oceupied by the sirang.
er al the jnn, found a scrap of paper
clinging to the chimney, l':
pn.n?}' burned with others, but bad heen
carried up the chirmney hy a draft, and
clang to a protabvrance. This scrap of
paper was thought nothing of by the
servant, and wouald have ﬁeeu thrown
away if the landlord had not scen it and
observed on it the pame “Layman.”
This attracted hiz attention, and he read
all that was there. It was as follows:

Seldon’s father was ulso positively
identified by Layman as the gray-haired
man who thrust iim away from the «
riege on the night of Fanny’s disappear-
ance. A host of wilnesses, howcover,
swore that the elder Seldon was st lome
at the time, and sick in bed. To crown
all, while Seidon was still under cxam-
ination, a young man answering Miller's
description somewhat, surrendered him.
scll to the authorities, and conflesswd that
he was Miller, and he hnd enticed Fanny
away and murdered ber. The admission of
this cold-blooded erime avoused the in-
dignation of all who heard it. Ile was
tried, convicted and sentenecd ta be
hanged within forty.cight hours. At
thie lust moment he was rebrieved, and
his sentence was subsequently commuted
to banishment for life.

Layman persisted in Lis belief, to the
very last, that Seldon wis the renl man,
und his conviction was antensificd by
what oceurred someyears later,  There
was a hunt at Rock [Iall, the seat of Sir
Joseph Rockeliff, Layman’s Jundlord.
Seldon was there, nml following the
honnds, e took a path which wo ouc
knew but those acquainted with Lay-
man’s farm. This strenmthened the farm-

er's belief that Seldon and Miller were |

Finally, In 1841, the wife of Jumes
Aubrey Seldon flled a bill of divoree
against her husband, asking for & sepa
rate maintenance. One of the facts ser
up was that the respondent was subject
10 fits of great mentalexcitement, during
which he recounted crimes which he
said he had commnitted, and among them
the iostigation of the murder of
one Fannie Layman, to  whom ke
wis married  clandestinely. An st
tempt was thercopon made te revive the
inquiry into the murder, but Marfit dis-
appeared from Richmond; and Scldon
