RESUMPTION BY WHOM IT
WAS ACCOMPLISHED.

The 'cheeky assumption of Senator
Bayard, and the-- mendacious claim of
numerous Democratic Journals that to
the Democracy is due a portion of the
credit attaching to the resumption of
specie paymeuts, and the consequent
business prosperity . which prevails
throughout the country, is met in the fol
lowing summary manner by John Sher
man; secretary of the- - treasury, and the
author of the beneficent measure in
question :

Bayard's claim that the Democratic
party deserves credit for resumption is
false. The first step towards resump-
tion was under Grant in the Public
Credit act. This was purely a Republi-
can measure. , It was adopted after the
cravest consideration by the great body
of Jiepultlicans.in congress and. was op--
nosed bv the Democratic party, tvery
Democrat voted against, it with Bayard
at the head Ol ine llflU : .'

The next step was the act of July 24,
1870, tor rerunamg tue public uebt. it
is this act which has made the reduction
of the interest on the public debt possi-
ble. This was material aid to the Re-
publicans, providing the means for the
accumulation of coin. It waa adopted
by a vote of 91, 0 of the Republicans,
and ooDoscd bv "nearly"' every Democrat.

After the panic Bayard may have
resBOipUQO', but four-fifth- s of his

party opposed it. ine itepuDiicans
a party remained true to the pledges of
the public credit act ol 1WJ. .

In 1875 Republican senators began to
prepare for resumption without aid from
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the Democrats, and in caucus prepared
Hie ltcsutupliou Act. The act was refer-
red to the senate nuance committee, whs
opposed by every Democratic member,
including B tyard, was passed as a Re-

publican measure and approved by
Grant. So Democratic senator voted
for it, but it was voted for by every Re-
publican senator who voted. Mr. Bay-
ard was present in his seat, but did not
vote.

Mr. Bayurd says he proposed an
amendment to the resumption act to de-
stroy the United States notes when pre-
sented tor redemption, or in other words
to retire the entire volume and prohibit
their reissue. He did make such a
proposition with the distinct knowledge
that if adopted it would defeat the bill
and this, no doubt, he would confess.
Without this act resumption would have
been impossible.

After the ' resumption act was passed,
it waa ou uial four years before its final
execution. During that period of sus-
pense the Democratic party opposed it
with the utmost violence. Belmont, who
presided at the meeting where Bayard's
speech waa made, publicly acknowl-
edged in committee tiiat the Democrats
opposed every measure to put the re-
sumption act in execution, and pro-
posed its repeal. The bill to repeal- the
resumption act passed the house by a
vote of 133 to 120, every Democrat but
2-- out of the 13 2 present voting for its
repeal.- It went to the senate and was
there defeated by only one majority.
Twenty Democratie senators out of 40
voted toij its repeal, but more than three-fourt-

of the ltepublican senators voted
against the repeal ; and thus, by a Re-

publican senator, the resumption act
was saved ; and it was saved, more
than all, by the knowledge that a Re-
publican president would veto the pro-
posed repeal.

Bayard voted against the only practi-
cable measure for resumption that was
offered and opposed the execution of
that measure when it became a law.
Tho leinicratic party in their platforms
of 1870 and 1878 demanded its repeal.

THE DEBT DECREASING.
The New York Mercantile Journal, as

good authority aa there is in the country
on financial matters, has this to say of
the decrease of the national debt:

"The rate at which the war debt of
the United Slates has been reduced is
without parallel in the history of finance.
Something like a thousand million dol-
lars ot" this debt has been wiped out, the
total now being less than two thousand
million dollars. At this rate of reduc-
tion, without making allowance for in-- ei

eased wealth and consequent revenue
from a steadily increasing population,
the national debt could be paid off in
less than twelve years."

' And yet we have "orators" going about
the country telling us the debt is not de
creasing, but increasing. - They are
simply trying to dupe the people to git
their votes. There is no better evidence
that the country is highly, prosperous
than the fact that the debt is being so
rapidly paid. .

Iolais
enjoying a boom. There are two or
three new blocks going up on the busi-
ness street and new residences are going
np in all directions. They are contend.
ing earnestly with Humboldt for the
new railroad.

Carpenter's school house, named for a
brother of Col. J. C Carpenter, is about
five miles north of Iola. There are
some old and yalnable farms around iu
The first settlements were made on the
Necsho, above the month cf Deer creek.
tn the spring of '58. . The writer spent a
good portion ofthe spring and summer
ol that year at a Jar. Farson'a in this
neighborhood.; The old settlers are all
dead or removed to other parts.. There
are a Bomber of floe apple ercharda
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here, and fallapples are a drug in the
market. Winter apples are also almc
dant. -

Cottage Grove is four miles south of
Humboldt. This neighborhood lakes its
name from a beautiful timbered mound
upon which Capt. Stewart built his cab
in, perhaps, in '58. He now lives here
to a good house, surroundea witn a
fine farm and magnificent orchard. Mr.

The belting in being sewed
together is passed through heavy feed

There are two needles at work with two
shuttles, and the shuttles can be removed
from the bottom without the
overlaying plies of belting. The rollers
between which the work paasea are
actuated by reylsible worm and cam mo-
tions, and the machine has in addition
to these roller feeds, what is known aa a
top-fee- d motion, suitable for a lighter
class of work. The stitch, as in the ordi
nary sew id g machine, can be adjusted
from one-eight- h inch pward, and the
pressure of the rollers on the work pass-
ing through the machine can be regula-
ted at the will of the operator.
