Fishing Vessel Supposed ta Rave
Brought it Over From Spain.

cholera" apparently in Its worst form the
past six weeks. It seems that Captain
Hunter, who commands the fishing smack
Eliza Ann. was taken suddenly snd myste
riously 1U In the latter day of August. His
malsdy ptissled the vUlage physicians
sorely. Tbey bad two consultations, diii
did not fully make up their minds what ths
disease was until after Captain Hun-

ter's death, which occurred within forty,
eight hours of th tlm h was taken
III, nail an nour u -- .

possible means to evade them. The form
of the disease is terrible. It is slways le-

ts I in forty-eig- hours, and frequently on
thssamedav. Almost Immediately after
death the bodv turns black, emits a horri-
ble stench, and has to be buried at once.
There is oonsidernble alarm felt sll along
the peninsula among people Intelligent
enough to understand the horrible malady.

Raw Tork, October 7. Captain Oanglio.
and thirteen off! cars and seamen of the
wrecked Italian bark Tallsmano arrived
