Brantome to alabuster and ivory, does
not seem to have possessed the, clear-
ness and brillinney which the sompiri
son irfiplics; for Sir Jame Mulville,
thongh anxious to vindicate his Queen's
claim to be considered  “very lovely™
and *the fairest Indy in her countey,™
noknowledged  thnt +she woas  loss
sswhite than Elizabeth. The Pright-
ness of her oves, which Brantome
likened to stars und Chastelaed to bea-
cons, has not been questioned; buk
their color is a point about which there
Is less unanimity, spinions varying be-
tween hnzel and dark gray. As rogaeds
her hair, tho discrepancy of coniem-
porary authorities js oven greater,
Brantonie  and  Ronsavd deseribe &
