Xtntucky Politics.

. The total vote cast in this State
at the last election for Governor
was 223,79a The Prohibitionists
say they will poll 00,000 votes at
at the coming August election.
The United Labor party claim the
same number. The P.cpublicans
count.upon 100,000 in all against
the Democratic party, 200,000. As
suming that the aggregate voto next
August will be about the same as in
18S3, this would leave the Demo-

crats in the short rows, so to speak,
with only 2,,00'?of 30,000 votes
But there is comfort in the reflection
that Governors are not elected by
computation. It Is an easy thing
to guess at election results. The
probability is that the combined
opposition vote will not reach the
estimate by SO.OOO.

There are now no signs of serious
discontent or dissatisfaction in the
Democratic party. A few Demo-
crats may r.o off to the the Prohi-
bitionists or to the Labor party,
but the great mass of them will re
main steadfast to the old party and
its principles. In 1SS3 Proctor
Knott, for Governor, received 133,
G15 votes, and there is no reason
why General Bucknr should not
get as many.

Below will be found a sketch of
Kentucky's senior Senator. It is
taken from the American Maga-
zine?"'

"In a Senate so evenly divided be
tween two political parties, the
leading representative of the Ad-

ministration in the Committee on
Appropriations is naturally, next
to the chairman, its most impor-
tant member. That man is James
B. Beck, of Kentucky. Mr. Beck
is a native of Scotland, and receiv
ed a "sufficient pail of his early edu
cation in his native land to hove
stamped Upon his character find
woven into his manner's tkrstf Stur-
dy traits and peculiar ways that
make it impossible to mistake olie
of his countrymen wherer he may
be met with. But Mr. Beck is a
thorough American,- - nrd-mtl- in
love Willi American .institution; a

strong partisan, but so honest in
every fibre as to bo utterly intoler-
ant of jobbery or official dishon-
esty. For eight years he was. a
member of the House of Represen-
tatives when the attitude of his
partywas that of a critic of the
Northern Administration, and for a

similar period he sat in the Senate
before tho Inauguration1, of Presi-

dent Cleveland. During those lie
frequently had occasion to attack
tvhat he conceited to be abuses, and
threw. himself into a fight,of thi
kind with an earnestncSt and de
termination that won the respect of
opponents.

A recent illustraUCn ofhisobsti
naie persistency m wnainc ueueves
to be a righteous cause, was his ad
vocacy, in season and out of Season
and in sirite of Ihe unpopularity of
it, of his bill forbidding members
of Congress to accept retaining fees
Or act as attorneys for railroad
companies. It is unnecessary here
to dismiss the morality of the prac
ticc, but there have been instances
in the past, though there are prob-
ably none now, of the evil which he
sought to correct. The measure
met with much opposition, was re
considered after it had once been
adopted by the Senate, was depriv
ed of its Advantageous piace upon
the Senate calendar and fought in
all sorts of indirect way, but Sena
tor Beck was never discouraged.
He demanded attention for it again
and again, determined that, if it
did not become a law, It thould not
be forgotten either by Congress or
by the country. And it was not
his fault that A . much Ies5 pointed
substitute was finally adopted by
the Senate in its place,

Now, Senator Beck is the chiol
medium of communicst'on, aside
from that through of formal and
official letters, between the Execu-
tive Departments, and the Commit-
tee on Appropriations; but a care-
ful watching of lii3 course proves
that his partisanship docs not blind
him to the shortcomings of even
Democratic ofiicials. A "job" is a
job in his eyes, no matter who is
interested in it; Democratic extrav-
agance is no more excusable than
Republican wasteland when he
