The Farm
ers' Bank, at New Castle, was entered at
an early hour this morning by masked
robbers. Their movements awoke tho
cashier, who seized his pistol and tired.

The
bank floor is marked with blood where ho
fell. The robbers got no booty, anil loft
behind them a kit of burglar's tools, a
wheelbarrow and a ladder.
