HARROWING GRAIN.

eaeoaaMe Topic Ably Dleeassed by a
Well.Kaowa A at horny.

A rondor nsk my opinion of harrow
ing w heat in the) spring, and if I would
use a riant tooth harrow for the pui
poe. Also whether I harrow coin.
ant if so, when ami how. In rep'.,' to
the first question I believe that there are
condition of crop and soil under which
the harrow will do much good to tV

wheat in the flpt'ing, and I have occa
sioiinlly used it to advantage, hut on
clay upland, such as the larger part of
the lnnd of Ohio is, it is practically out
of tho question to harrow, for often tho
land is not dry enough to crumble tin
til the wheat is largo enough to joint.
It U a damage to wheat to harrow it
when so wet Hint the horses will sink
hoof deep, anil I doubt if one year in
fire it is dry early enough in tho opi iug
to admit of harrowing. Another ob
jection I have to harrowing, in that I
succeed best in getting a 6 (a nil of clover
from quite early sowing and, when
sown in clover early, it is usually up
hy tho time the laud will do to harrow,
and this would destroy much of the
clover. I have experimented carefully
in the mutter of sowing clover, and am
fully convinced that tho snfest time to
sow is quite early, from February 20 to
March 15, varying with the
What we want is to sow on n fmxi'ii
surface, on a bright, clear morning
when tve are sure of a thaw ; before
noon, which Will make the surface
sloppy and stick the seed fast, so that
it w ill not be washed into hunches or
off tho land by a rain.

"Hilt, savssoine old farmer, "if von
sow early mid it comes up, a lato frost
may kill it, I think not if sown as I
direct. If it is sown with no frost on
the ground antl lies on the surface and
sprouts, it is liable lo damage either hy
freezing or drying, but if nt once cov
ered it will not pprout as quickly as if
on the (tn fnce, and is protected when
it does not sprout. I adopted this plan
years ago nnd have never seen any
good reason tochnngo it. Old pastures
may bo rcsecded in the same way.
Often there aro thin places in a pasture.
which the owner does not wish to plow
tip and reseed, and not knowing that
bo can improve it while pasturing, these
spots remain unproductive for year
after year. Try seeding them liberally
in February with a mixture of grasses
and clover, and if your experience is
liko mine you will see a groat improve-
ment in them. Now about harrowing
corn. I have no set rules to guido mo
in mnnnging tho crop. Some rears. I
use a harrow nnd some I tlo not For
com 1 prefer a slant tooth harrow, but
for wheat a straight one. For several
years I have marked my com lantl shal-
low with a sled marker so that when
the corn was covered the land was
about level. Then, unless it is w.'t, we
either roll or use tho plank drag before
tho corn comes up, and this leaves a
smooth level surface. I generally uso
the double bar plow for tho first work-
ing, and this has rolling cutters for
fenders, so that we can run close to tho
corn without covering it at nil. Tho
corn is left. oh a narrow ridge, and Ihe
earth between tho rows is thrown up in
a sharp ridge. Before wo use the culti-
vator we level these ridges down wiih

common straight tooth
harrow.

. I believe that for clavev upland this
is the best of all plans for cultivating
oom, but on bottom land, or mellow
black soil, the harrow ioay be used to
good advantage for tho first nnd soeond
working, and under some circum
stances even the third. I believe in
shnllow level cultivation of corn if tho
land Is not foul, or too heavy, but tho
farmer must use judgment and adapt
bis tools to the requirements of the
crop. I have seen a spring-toot- h har-
row recently arranged for tho operator
to ride, which I think will do excellent
work in the corn field. I nm quite sure
that there is still room for improve
ment in our corn cultivators, and that a
cutting blade or a narrow vibrating
hoe liko that of the spring-toot- h har-
row, will take the placo of the digging
shovels which nro ROW used, at least
for tho early cultivation of the crop.

Kight here I will say that 1 think no'
fanner ever makos a mistake by culti
vating his corn too much or too frequent-
ly when young. Tho best com grower
I ever knew begnn to work his corn be-

fore it was tip, and kept at it constantly
until it was two or three feet high, and
he woultl usually havo more work dona
in his corn crop in a month after it was
planted than most farmers do the
whole season. In my judgment, corn
that is neglected whun young until it
takes to an unthrifty habit, never re-

covers from it. Waldo F. lirown. in
Ohio Eanner.

Their Position When In Flight Shown by
Instantaneous Photography.

Our readers have been made aware.
from timo to time, of the roniaikublo
results obtained hy M. Maroy in his
instantaneous photographs of various
animals when progressing from plnca
to place.

graphs of men lu tne acts oi walking,
running and jumping have boon given,
and also, a la Muybridge, of horses in
motion in various kinds of gaits. Hut
perhaps the most interesting series of

the whole is that relating lo Ihe flight
of birds. In La Nature a number of

illustrations taken from M. Marey's
negatives are givon. nnd they "show a
most roniarkablo and interesting set of
positions. M. Muybridgo's pictures
wcro a great source of wonderment and
amusement when first introduced, on
account of tho very slrango shapes into
which the limbs of his horse seemed to
be contorted; and here, instead of those
beautiful pictures of bints, with their
pinions extended above the body as is
wont to chnrncterizo the Western rep-
resentatives of bird-iiioti- (the Chineso
and llio Japiineso draw tlieir flying
birds indiilurcntlv. with wings cither
depressed or raised) wo sco their pin-

ions in ns many and as remarkable po-

Sugar Drop Cakes: One pound of
flour, throe-fourt- hs pound of sugar,
one-ha- lf pound of butter, four eggs and
one gill of rosewater; bake ou paper.
This will make sixty drops.

Coca-nu- t Cream Pudding i Three
tablespoons tapioca soaked over night,
olio quart boiling milk; one small cup
sugar and the yelks of four eggs.
Boil ten minutes, add three tablespoons
cocoa-n- ut nnd boil five minutes longer.
Bent whites to a si ill" froth, stir in a
little Sugar and spread on tov Sprinkle
with cocoa-nu- t and brown, flutter cold.

Il is not safe to apply unlesched
wood ahej around the base of very
young trees. Ashes glvo better

w hen spread broadcast over the
surface of the ground around the lives.

Many swino breoders regaitl a solid
earth floor the best for a pig pen. It
must be higli enough to be readily
drained, so as to bo dry at all times.

(ields and renewing tho floors with
fresh rarth. '

It Is desirable to have a clean soil
with growing crops, but if no crops bo

growing it would bo bolter to havo
weeds grow to be plowo l in than to
have nothing; weeds of themselves do
not do tho harm, but with growing
crops, or when allowed to seed, ii
plowed in green they will return to too
soil all that has been abstracted from
it, and, in addition, all that has been
drawn from the atmosphere.

BEES FOR BEGINNERS.

Advice toe Parmer's Widow TTho Desires
to Kngaga la Agrleallore.

If you have a liking for out-do- pur
suits, wiih a fixed determination to suc-
ceed, and are not afraid of bees, in
time you might make a living. Do not
purchase more than two colonies to
start with; if you tan manage these
successfully, you will have in the fall
(provided it is a good Seeson) four
good strong colonies nnd between four
and five hundred pounds of honey. If
you succeed, your knowledge must in-

crease in the s.iino ratio as your bees.
You must also expect reverses, like the
past season, which has been one, w ith
few exceptions, of entire failure all
over this continent. I met a lady at
one of the conventions who had read
that charmmg fiction, "Blessed Bees,"
and caught the bcc-fcv- cr so badly, lhat
she invested f600 at once. She later
wrote: "All that I have for this invest-
ment, is hives full of foundation, with
a queen and a handful of bees running
over iu" Now if you do not wish to
buy your experience dearly, as this
lady did, commence at the bottom and
go up.

As rou have lived on a farm, you
probably know how to raise chickens,
and might keep them while you are
building up an apiary. When you
have a large apiary, you will have no
time for them, unless you manage some-

what in this way. Set tho hens in Feb-

ruary, so the pullets will he old enough
to lay in the fall, and sell off nil Ihoold
hens nnd cockerels in tho spring. It
will bo little work to feed the ptilleUi
during warm weather, and if yon havo
good, warm quarters for tlieni, nnd
give them the right kind of food, yon
will have eggs j sell all winter, when
they bring a good price. A German
who lives across tho alloy from mo has
a hen house alm-is- t nil under ground.
ami tho chickens lay all winter. Man-

aging in this way, the busy sonson with
b".es would bo in warm weather, and
Hint of thn fowls in cold wcathor.

Tho surest places for honey aro
along water courses, and whoro there
are overflowed lands, but I think it
would be best for you to follow Long-
fellow and "take whatever lieth near
you, and work from it thy work of art."
ltomomher the story of tho old lark
and her young ones, and stny where
you can look oftor your p roperty your-
self. If possible rent a place sur-
rounded with shrubbery and low trees
liko May cherries Where an apiary
is located n ear largo forest trees,
swarms some times cluster very high,
nnd it is very difficult to hive them.
If tho placo is small, vory near neigh-
bors are not desirable, ns bees are a
kind of slock not always to be con-

trolled, and nru dangerous near horses.
Avoid locating near a public square,
nr blacksmith's shop. I know of a
town where tho business is very much
injured hy an apiary loeated at a publ-

ic, square, where there are wells, drink-
ing troughs nud hitching posts for
teams.
