RACE WAR.

Thirteen Peopls Reported Kllled In
Louislans.

Regulntors Burronund a Cabin Filled With
Colored People, anid After a Kharp
Fight Asannlt nand Capturs
the FPremises,

New Onreaxs, Ang. 17.-~0On the 12th re-
ports reachesd New Iberia that the blacks
were arming aad congregating at Free-
town. Thelr aumber was estimated ot
from five bhundred to six hundred strong,
mounted, Tupsday they had recelved re-
enforcements suflicient to fully double thoir
numbers, and feoling thelr strength they
asstmed o threatoning attitude, boldly de-
claring that the refugees should not leave
the parish and should not be moleated. On
Wednesday the members were further in«
creased, and the people of the sury ling
country began to fesl somo alarm lext thess
colored men overestimating their strength,
should attempt some deeds of violence.
On Thursday matters had not improved
up to noon, By this time the resi-
dents and property-owners of that section
began to collect at a point a abort distance
from Freetown, their object belng to dis-
perse the crowd without violence, and to
send those who did not belong there to
their homes and business. The citizens
rode Into Frectown, and found, as rumored,
a large number of armed colorsd men
quartered there, Thoy naked ts meaning,
and they were allent. They then demand-
od a surrender of the colored men's arms,
with the promise that when they learned to
behave thomselves they would be returned,
and that they should at once disperse.
The great majority of the colored men se-
ceptod the terms of the party snd swrren-
dered thelr arma, which were {oand, with-
out exception, to be londed with -ball or
buckshot. Bev. H. Mora, a colored minise
ter, left Freetown in the moming to sl-
tend n conférence of ministers at New
fberin, and during hls absence his resi-
denos was taken possession of by o num-
ber of armed forees. Those lu that houss
refused to gurrender, returning word that
they were not to be taken, The whites
then sent a socond messengor (o the houss,
saying they would give the inmates twen-
ty minutes Inh which to lay down tholr
weapons, They again refused. In this
houss, situated but s short distance
from the maln road or street, were quar-
tered some twelve or fifteen coloroed mon,
among the number thelr leader, A squad
of mounted whita citizens were one bun.
dred and Qifty yards from the house, walit-
ing the explration of the twenty minutes,
and before the given time bad expired a
door of the houso was thrown open anda
volley flred at thom, One horse was
wounded, This was a surpriss to all, and
immediately the fAring became general,
Tha door of the house was again closed,
Lt n constant fire was kopt up from wine
dows and. doors partly opon for guite an
Interval. Later the flro was oarried
on by spurts by both sides, lasting In all
for noarly an hourand a half, At thix
time Mr. Smith broke from his linos and
munde for the house. Hiscomradon implored
him to roturn, but, deaf to thelr entroations,
ha went on. The house was reached, the
door was forcod and he foll. At hia side
was a comrade who bad followed him on
bis fatal orrand, but when Mr, Bmith foll
his comrade rotroatéd backward, keeping
up & constant fire from & repeating rifle,
and escaped unburt, At this stage of
the fight the negroea became panie=
stricken and attempted to flen from the
bhouss, and the deadly ork was soon
brought to n clowe.

TRAIN ROBBERS FOILED.

Brave Brakeman Raoslpts Thelr Onslsaghs,
s They Are Compalled to Flee—A Posse
Hot on Their Trall.

Rawrass, Wy. T, Avg. 10.—At 3 & m.
the oast-bound Union Pacific pamsenger
train was attacked by robbers at & waters
tank two wmiles enst of Dans Btation. The
engineer, Breexe, was olllng his en-
gine, and Fireman Wallen was giving the
ongine water from the tank, when three
men rushed up to the front end of the train
and oried out: “Hold up your hands,
you ——" Tho engineer did #0, and
the firoman jumped down from the
tender and was shot as soon as he
struck the ground, recelving a flosh wound
in the right arm, In the meantime s con-
stant firo was kept up on the traln by
some of the robbers concenlsd by the
darkness, and about fifty yards from the
trafn.  The front brakeman, Wm. Tillman,
whon told to hold up his hands didso,
whon the order was ropeatsd: “Higher,
you — 1 Ho was standing on the steps of
the engine at the timm, ao bolifted hix
hands higher, hislantern dropped, when
he was ordered to pick it up again. e
stooped down to do so, and at the same
time grasped a lnmp of coal and smashed
the robber In theface, staggering him back-
ward, and then jumped on him. A des-
perate hand to hand econflict took plnce,
both men rolling down the cinder bank into
the track ditch, The hrakensan was finally
shot In the arm and through the hip,
splintering the bone, the bullet, a forty-
fivo calibor, passing out. When the rob-
bers found they were folled, they aban-
doned the attack and fled. The passengers
ware uninjured. A posso of men, mounted
ot Mleet horsos and well armed, left Rawlins
on a wpecial train for Dana, led by Devuty
Hheriff Hanks. They struck the trail
of the robbers a mile and a half north of
the seena of attack, The camp of the rob-
bers was found. Thelr hurses were newly
whod, and the trall easy to follow. The
brakeman's cap was found two hundred
yards south of the tank, dropped there by
tha robbers in order to mislead the pursuit.
