The flood on Central ave-
nue, the principal thoroughfare, assumed
the form of an angry river, whoss rukhing
tide swept eveéry thing movable on its
bosom. For over ball an bour the avenue
was transformed into a torrent fifty vards
wide, Barrels, boxes and parts of houses
came down on the tide and were leftstrewn
on the sidewnlks, Beveral large hotels
were flooded tothe dep'usof four fest
with murky waters, Many bulldings wore
totally wreeked. Up to this hour six per-
suns are known to be mimslog, fiveof whom

At the drug houwe
the firemen worked bravely, Holes waore
cut through the pavement, and every
effort was made to reach the imprisoned
meon, but they were buried bsneath a
great mass of brick and iron, and fAerce
flames were roaring around the spot.
Awfil groans cams from the pile, which
sepmed to make the working flromen
put forth superbuman efforts, and
after more than an hour's work It became
evident that some of the men were alive,
and that they were being roasted to death.
John Kelley, of Truck No, 2 managed tc
orawl out from the rubbiah, and of the
mon who sntered the bullding he was the
only onoe to eseape with bis life. He was
cut and brufsed, but his injuries are not
serious, It Is certain that seven firemen
perished, and It may be that others wore
with thom when the crash came. The
charred romains of three of the brave men
were rescued this afterncon. The total
property loss will probably reach $1,500,-

00, and it in pretty well covered
by insurance, most of which s
in mmoall policiea in out-of-town coms

panies. The origin of the fire will prob-
alily never be known. No fire was used in
the Prior establishment, and it is suppowed
that spontaneous combustion was the
catso, Dut it is known that a system of
electric lighting wan introduced in $he
building recently, and it was only tried
last night, and It may bo that defective a-
silation startsd the flames, and the com-
bustibio naturs of the contents of the talld-
ing served as food for the destroying ele-
mients. The fire was discovered by an in-
toxieatod man who stapped to rest on the
stops of & building opposite.
